It was left to 
17th man and Groundsman Austin to stride to the wicket and 
deliver the final over.   He did so with aplomb but somehow 
managed to allow the aforementioned non striker to carve a 
couple of boundaries to leave the equation 3 to win from the 
final delivery.  Another Prefect (who had missed the retire after 
6 balls memo) stroked his 18th delivery like a tracer bullet to 
the deep mid wicket boundary where Martin - who had decided 
his hands were unreliable - somehow threw his legs forward 
and blocked the near certain boundary with a spectacular 
movement that saw the ball ricochet to another fielder, cutting 
the score to 2 and tying the game as the bell rang for Period 5.

The enthralled crowd was going nowhere so in the spirit of 
academic pursuits taking precedence on a Friday afternoon, a 
Super Ball was proposed, something never before ordained in 
the long and illustrious history of this great game.  The inform 
Prefect faced his 19th delivery while Clack removed the gloves 
and bowled the shortest spell in the history of cricket with a 
delicious off break dart that could only be dug out for 1 run.

barest of margins”.  There was disbelief everywhere and the 
only movement was the non-striker completing his half of the 
winning run yelling constantly at Patterson to get up and to 
run himself to the other end.  Patterson hadn’t moved and his 
cries of “my arm, my arm” were ignored by the non-striker who 
reached him, pulled him to his feet and pushed him towards 
glory.  It was not to be and the runout was completed to end 
the game in a tie with the result shared.   Handshakes were 
exchanged and it was incredibly respectful all around that no 
one mentioned a boundary count back – who does that – and 
all returned to class to complete their lessons for the week.

In a post script to this report with all the confusion around the 
final delivery there was no signal of bye from the umpire which 
means Patterson was credited with hitting the last delivery and 
scoring the tying run for the Staff team.   It is unknown if this 
provided him much consolation however as he received the 
news as he was examining the x-ray of his tuberosity fracture to 
his right shoulder at Timaru Base Hospital.

There was a hiatus from the mayhem as injuries were treated, 
egos were checked and both Staff and Prefects rebuked many 
accusations of match fixing.  Add to the mix another lockdown 
and it was the fourth Term when the deadlock was finally 
broken on the volleyball court with a hardfought 2-1 victory 
to the staff.   The Prefects gallantly presented the revitalised 
“Prefects v Staff” Cup to the Staff to round out a successful, 
enjoyable year of sport.

Congratulations to all the Staff who took part in the various 
disciplines in 2021 and to the outstanding group of Prefects for 
the way they entered into the spirit of these activities.

Tēnā koutou e te whānau whānui o te kura nei. Nau mai, haere mai. 

Welcome to Timaru Boys’ High School’s Senior Prizegiving. Welcome to our Board Chair, Peter Stayt, who is a part of our school 
and our only guest today due to Covid-19. To all the parents, whānau and friends who will be watching this prizegiving at home, 
nau mai haere mai.  Welcome to the Timaru Boys’ High Staff who are here today and, most importantly, the young men of the 
senior school. It gives me great pleasure to deliver the Rector’s address at our 2021 Senior Prizegiving in our 141st year since the 
foundation of Timaru High School.

2021 will be forever remembered in Timaru for the tragic event that happened in Term 3.   An appalling accident took the lives of 
5 young Timaru lads, one of whom was our own Nico Hill.  It was a very sad time for us and for all of Timaru. A lot of our younger 
students were friends of Nico and the other boys and it was very distressing for them. Our thoughts go out to Nico’s family - it will 
be an extremely sad Christmas this year.

Straight after that tragedy we went into a lockdown which lasted 3 weeks.  As far as teaching and learning goes, you probably 
couldn’t choose a worse time for a lockdown than the second half of Term 3. Students are really starting to understand the learning 
material and a lot of assessment work is reaching the submission stage. But there was nothing we could do about it, so learning 
went back on line. Then we had the cancellations - winter tournaments, the ball, and the Leavers Dinner.  All of our end of year 
functions, like this one, have been affected by Covid-19 rules and parents and whānau have missed out on seeing their boys pass 
through the traditional leaving rites of Boys’ High.

It hasn’t all been bad though.  We have been lucky in many ways and we couldn’t compare our situation to that of Auckland’s.

• Our school Swimming and Athletics’ days took place and they were great.
• All year 9 Camps went ahead, giving those lads an amazing experience up on the Godley River.
• We had another wonderful Open Day.
• Unlike 2020, we had a full and moving ANZAC service.
• Our summer and winter sports all got through their normal competition seasons.
• Nearly all of our traditional interschools took place, including our historic Waitaki exchange.
• Our joint production with Girls' High, Chicago, went ahead and it was a real success

• Our Rowing squad got to go to Lake Karāpiro this year (after missing out on the Nationals in 2020) and managed to win a NZ title 
and get plenty of other fantastic results.
• Our Cycling team excelled at the South Island Secondary School Road Championships where they finished 2nd out of 42 teams 
and picked up 6 Gold medals.
• Our Swimming team was awarded Top Boys’ School at the Aoraki and South Island events.
• Our Senior A Basketball side made the South Canterbury men’s competition final.
• Our Hockey 1st XI made the Canterbury Schools’ Hockey Final, giving an amazing account of themselves.
• Our Rugby 1st XV had a great season, losing in a semi-final to the eventual South Island Champs, Nelson College. They took a lot 
of big scalps this year.
• Our Football 1st XI won, for the very first time, the South Canterbury Senior Men’s Cup Final against Thistle.

LIBRARY| MRS STEPHANIE HUTCHINSON
Like everywhere else in New Zealand, the continued disruption 
caused by Covid-19 had an effect on the library as well. Despite 
ordering new books, the delivery timescales jumped from  two 
weeks to 6 weeks and then in some cases to 8 months. This 
caused frustration and disappointment for many but as staff 
briefings and meetings were held in the library whenever the 
school was at Alert Level 2 or the orange level, staff borrowing 
increased so there’s always an upside!

It was decided this year that the school would do more long-
term borrowing of laptops for students rather than the daily 
issues that have taken up so much time in the past. The school 
added 12 chromebooks to the existing school and Ministry of 
Education collection which meant that more students were 
to borrow a laptop for the school year without the repeated 
visits to the library and they could use them at home during 
evenings, weekends and holidays for completing homework 
and assignments. 

With the possibility of increasing online learning in the future, 
the Library Help Site was further developed and promoted 
to support teachers and students in finding appropriate and 
efficient sources of information for their subjects, furthering 
the idea that the library is not just about books! The Library 
Catalogue website was also developed with the creation of 
different landing pages for the user depending on whether they 
were a junior or senior student. For teachers, the landing pages 
promote resources and websites which change depending on 
what subject they teach. It was also made available to be used 
on smartphones and tablets. 

We welcomed Mark Wagstaff and his form class into the library 
for this year as well as a daily ESOL class taken by Mrs Olds. Our 
walls were brightened by the addition of another painting by 
Mr Doyle. In 2020, Jack Lovelock was added to our walls and 
this year Tomas Walsh was added due to a generous donation 

from the Walsh family. These have become wonderful features 
for the school. Unfortunately, the library building has continued 
to deteriorate and a bucket became a permanent feature in 
Term 4 due to a leak in the roof. Rumours abound that next 
year, it might be fixed so everyone keep your fingers crossed!

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RITE JOURNEY| MR CAMERON GIBB 

The Rite Journey Program at Timaru Boys’ High School continues to offer all Year 10 boys significant support and guidance as student’s 
transition from juniors to seniors in a time of their life that can pose difficult challenges.  Given the current lack of Rites of Passages in 
the Western World, young people are left to invent their own, which are often unhealthy and unsafe. The Rite Journey reinvent the 
traditional process of a Rite of Passage to assist in the transforming boys from dependency to responsibility. 

The year-long programme raises boy’s awareness of issues that they might currently be facing as well as providing them with the skills 
and understanding that are required to navigate their way through beginning adulthood. Through conversations with the classes Rite 
Journey teacher about a wide range of topics from dealing with change, emotions and relationships to future aspirations and bush 
craft. Many parents will be giving their boys the same messages and the programme is design to reinforce positive messages they 
receive from home. The more adult connections a student can have through this transition the less the risk of a negative outcome.

Throughout the boys Rite Journey year, they have had to complete a range of social, emotional and physical challenges. 2021 saw 
the introduction of a Te Uru Tournament on the rectory, this tournament saw the boys compete against each other in a traditional 
mãori game. This tournament was won by 10DM and saw 100% participation from all of the boys. 

Clash of the Class Haka and The Solo are examples of these and are all designed to push boy’s outside their comfort zone. Boys are 
given the opportunity to stand in front of the class and deliver their own “life story”, this is a great opportunity for the boys to learn 
from their peers and gain confidence from delivering something very close to them. 

The program is designed for the boys to constantly reflect on who they are now and who they would like to become, how they are 
going to get to there and those that have helped them get to where they are now.

In 2021 the boys were given a range of internal and external support. These have included “Attitude” and YMCA who presented issues 
around drugs and alcohol and relationships. Blair Poulter (careers advisor) who provided boys with important careers information. 
We are very fortunate and appreciative of the support that we receive from outside the community. 

The final challenge of the journey is the 20-hour solo at Peel Forest. The solo is the final challenge, and its successful completion 
symbolises the boy’s ability to be resilient, respectful, and responsible. The 2021 Rite Journey group were outstanding.

The boys relished the challenge of staying in their own site, cooking their own food and designing and making their own shelter, it 
is a harrowing experience for a number of the boys spending so much time by themselves and surrounded by local flora and fauna. 

If a student successfully completes the Rite Journey, they receive their Timaru Boys’ High School Rite Journey badge. A very important 
addition to the senior blazer.

learning areas
Agriculture has grown in participation within the school, with 
over 100 of our Year 10 boys opting to study Agriculture this 
year.  In Year 11 we have had two classes totalling over 50 
students and a large sized single class in Year 12.

Year 10 students were busy this year cultivating, planting, 
propagating and harvesting their vegetables and learning about 
uses and limiting factors of plant production. The boys also 
explored the global environment and markets to which New 
Zealand exports her goods.

The boys studied small engines and engines in general, exploring 
the differences between Petrol 2 and 4 stroke engines as well as 
diesel engines. Other units studied were sheep farming and the 
different processes that occur on a sheep farm throughout a 
twelve month period, as well as gaining a small insight into the 
global giant of Dairy Farming.

The course was capped off with a trip to a local farm in which a 
variety of presenters participated. Shearers, Wool Buyers, Rural 
Bankers, Dairy NZ representatives, Dog Handlers, Animal Health 
and Chainsaw experts, Agronomists and Mobile Abattoirs put 
on displays and small presentations to groups of boys in a 
rotation style day.

Year 11 Agriculture, which is a Unit Standard based course, 
enabled the students to explore a variety of aspects related to 
rural New Zealand. The boys studied Health and Safety units, 
Hydration, Livestock Behaviour, Fencing as well as Cattle and 
Sheep Breed units amongst others. The boys completed two 
days out at Agrilearn, experiencing and learning practical skills 
in the fields of water supply and fencing.   All boys enjoyed 

getting to the school Agriculture area to practice their fencing 
and water supply skills. A solid percentage of these boys will 
move into Year 12 Agriculture.

Year 12 Agriculture is designed around getting the boys ‘work 
ready’ in terms of acquiring skills and accreditation for these 
skills in a variety of areas. Farm Bikes, Tractors, Animal handling, 
Chainsaws and further fencing practicals were completed 
through Agrilearn’s accredited tutors with most boys being very 
successful.

During class time, theory units were completed in Tractors, 
Farm bikes, Cattle Health, Impacts of Agriculture on soi amongst 
others. The group included some exceptional future farmers, 
some who have since taken on full time jobs or been accepted 
into Agricultural Training Facilities throughout New Zealand.

TBHS Agriculture would like to thank all the members of the 
community who have helped out and given our students 
experiences throughout 2021.

This has certainly been a 
busy year in the Drama 
Department with lots of 
extra activities on offer 
for our students to be 
involved with outside 
the normal classroom 
activities.

Term 1 started with

This club was an 
opportunity for any students to practice their theatrical skills.  

Another new club in 2021 was the ‘Film Club’, which was run 
by Mr Ross Stevenson (TBHS) to give students an opportunity

DRAMA | MRS MEGAN BLAKE
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Design is at the fore front of DVC and students are learning to 
draw so they can communicate their design thinking visually. 
Students find the subject very challenging as they aim to convey 
their ideas and explore alternative solutions to the various 
product and spatial design briefs. 

At Year 9 there is an emphasis on drawing skills and design 
thinking along with developing their design skills and 
understanding. Projects were broad ranging from logo, bag/
name tags, headphone tidy, game controller and architecture 
design briefs.

At Year 10 students have been encouraged to show a range of 
design sketches from alternative images and starting points 
to convey ideas and thinking alongside spatial and product 
specialist knowledge. A range of product design briefs from 
multi-tool, waka huia, flat pack furniture to a small residential 
house design brief which keep the students interested and 
enthused.

At Year 11 students developed skills and practices in a range of 

drawing, presentation, and visual communication techniques 
alongside specialist design thinking on their own design ideas.   
Students’ projects consisted of an influential inspired architect 
coffee table, presentation and complementary building design 
briefs with CAD produced working drawings using Autodesk 
Inventor.

At Year 12 and 13 a combination of free-hand sketching, digital 
drawing and physical modelling is used by students to convey 
their design thinking and understanding. Divergent thinking is 
still undergoing a slow but steady improvement in the school. 
The students had an authentic context and audience in which 
to practice their visual communication skills to showcase 
developed design ideas on a Caroline Bay Project that considered 
environmental and human factors for a café or penguin viewing 
platform. With the opportunity to produce a full set of working 
drawings using the CAD programme Autodesk Revit.

The implementation of CAD/CAM for digital fabrication 
continues to grow slowly with students using the software 
Inkscape for the laser cutter modelling and final design 

to develop their filmmaking skills at a regular lunchtime club.

Our ‘Theatre Sports Club’ continued from 2020 under the 
guidance of tutor Abigail Austin with support from Mr Chris 
Packwood (TBHS). There was the inaugural Theatre Sports 
exchange between TBHS and Craighead.  This exchange was 
held at TBHS. Craighead won this exchange, but there are plans 
to continue this Theatre Sports exchange on a regular basis into 
2022 and beyond.

Year 10 Drama took part in a field trip to the South Canterbury 
Museum.  This field trip was designed to help the students focus 
on some of the more practical issues that the soldiers would 
have experienced during World Wars, by playing a variety of 
interactive problem solving games, and also spent time looking 
at war artefacts from this time period.  This field trip was able to 
help the students when they return to the classroom to devise 
their own soldier monologue. These monologues were later 
performed as a choreography class performance using special 
effects designed and created by the students themselves.

One of the Year 9 classes took part in a role play activity at 
the South Canterbury Museum which focused on the Treaty 
of Waitangi.  All Year 9 classes took part in a Theatre Sports 
workshop at school, which was designed to promote positive 
participation and develop confidence in using improvisational 
skills, the workshop was run by Abigail Austin.

Once again the very successful ‘TBHS Arts Extravaganza’ was held 
at TBHS. This ‘Arts Extravaganza’ runs every second year.  During 
these three school days the students are given an opportunity 
to try a variety of ‘taster’ courses from cake decorating, wood 
turning, film making, theatre tours, barber shop singing etc. It 
was great to see the large number of students who opted to 
participate in this event.  A massive thank you to all the TBHS 
staff and outside tutors who helped to facilitate this event.

Later in the year the whole school was treated to a live stage 
performance by the Aidan Theatre at TBHS called ‘Too much 
punch for Judy’.

YEAR 9

Students in Year 9 completed a 10 week rotation of study.  They 
designed and made two projects incorporating the learning 
required to understand the importance of the design cycle. The 
first project introduced the students to basic hand tool use in 
the making of a key ring the second project saw the design and 
manufacture of a mini hacksaw. Many new and valuable life 
skills have been learnt.

YEAR 10

Students in Year 10 were challenged to expand their design 
skills by first making a sheet metal toolbox and then designing 
their own mini hammer.

The junior Food Technology classes have continued to build a 
wide range of practical skills that they have used to good effect 
in their assessments.

SPORTS DIRECTOR’S REPORT   
2021 has seen a number of excellent performances across a 
range of sports in the school. For results across the board in our 
larger team sports it would be one of our best years in quite 
some time. Our rowers, swimmers and cyclists were among the 
top schools at the South Island championships and our rowing 
squad performed well at the Maadi Cup. The 1st XI Hockey and 
1st XV Rugby sides were right up there with the top South Island 
sides. The 1st XI Football and Senior Basketball squads made local 
senior finals with the Footballers winning the South Canterbury 
Cup for the first time. The 1st XI Cricket side re-entered the 
top grade in the Canterbury school’s competition and finished 
a commendable fourth. It has also seen some strong results 
posted in our traditional interschool programme.

Their performances will be outlined further in this magazine 
but it is very gratifying that boys and teams from a school with 
a roll in the 600s from a provincial town can still compete and 
achieve at Canterbury, South Island and even National level. 
It is very important for us that potential students and parents 
see this and that you can access a variety of sporting pathways 
and competitions as a student at Timaru Boys' High School. 
Indeed if you are wishing to have access to certain competitions, 
tournaments and sporting opportunities then we are well placed 
to offer that in the local region.

Throughout the year Sport Canterbury out of their South 
Canterbury Base at the stadium in Morgan’s Road run numerous 
Aoraki school sports events. These give a wide range of kids 
the opportunity to have a crack at a broad range of sports. The 
TBHS participation rate of the boys representing the school in a 
sporting code for the year sits at around 76% and has remained 
pretty stable in the 70-75% range for a number of years. This is 
well above the National average which is around 50%. One of 
our management challenges is that over 80% of our coaches are 
from the community and not directly involved at school. While 
having this support is great it does lead to some organisational 
and logistic challenges. We are fortunate that a small number of 
staff play very key roles in facilitating and allowing our sporting 
programme to run smoothly but our control in this area is a little 
tenuous and if and when some of these staff move on or retire, 

we might really find ourselves stretched.

From a number of surveys, it has been established and is now 
being put into practice that kids are very keen on high levels 
of involvement in their sport. Modifying games/reducing 
numbers to increase involvement is important. As is playing 
with friends, having good facilities, at times reduced seasons 
and flexibility around when you play. For example, midweek to 
allow the opportunity to play other sports, or have free time in 
the weekends to do other things. Interestingly smaller towns 
probably make it easier to implement some of these things and 
certainly some of the sports that are doing so like Hockey and 
Basketball tend to be the ones that are thriving.

Covid unfortunately continued to rear its ugly head most 
unfortunately by ruining the National Winter Tournament 
week for the second year running. This was particularly tough 
on students in Year 13 some of whom never got to attend the 
pinnacle event for their sporting code. It was also tough on a 
huge number of volunteers who had put in huge amounts 
of time to have the rug pulled out from underneath them. It 
has also meant changes to how events that have been able to 
continue are run. It will have further ramifications going forward 
around the involvement of coaches, officials, players and even 
spectators depending on their vaccination stance and status.   

Old Boys of the school continue to fly the sporting flag on 
National and even International stages. We followed with 
interest Tom Walsh’s progress at the Tokyo games.

The 2021 season started more promisingly than last year’s, but 
with the winter Covid community outbreak in Auckland, Term 
3 was badly affected by lockdown and restrictions on all codes 
of sport, including basketball.

This was a very 
meritorious win by our team over a very strong Ashburton 
College side and it augurs well for the future if this promising 
group of players can stay together and maintain the excellent 
progress shown this season. The TBHS senior team was unable 
to regain the momentum established as the team to beat 
from the Term 2 part of  competition.

The season flowed in a similar vane to last season with Covid 
19 interrupting the final third of the season have detrimental 
effects on both the local league competitions, interschools and 
regional and national tournaments. 

The two TBHS 14th Grade teams only had a total of ten 
games during the season with both rain and covid affecting 
the season. Both teams performed well during the season 
showing excellent improvement as the season progressed, 
the games against each other were well fought with the TBHS 
Harriers winning the 14th grade league competition and TBHS 
Ospreys taking the honours against the TBHS Harriers in the 
South Canterbury Youth Cup. Interschools played against STAC 
and John McGlashan were an excellent opportunity for junior 
students to pit themselves against some of the top teams in 
both Christchurch and Otago. The junior team were victorious 
against St Andrew's College but found the competition difficult 
against a very strong John McGlashan team.  

We had three teams representing Timaru Boys’ High on a 
Saturday in the 18th Grade Competition, this is always a 
challenge for the boys as they play against local schools made 
up predominantly of First XI squad players. The three teams 
Falcons, Eagles and Vultures were made up of students from 
Year 9 to Year 13, the boys really stepped up and several 
the players showed excellent leadership traits which is very 
promising for the years to come. 

The Second XI football team stepped up this year and competed 
in the Men’s Division 2 Competition, this is the first time Timaru 
Boys’ have competed in this division in many years. The step up 
to playing men’s grade football was the making of these young 
men. The game is faster, more physical and at times technically 
more challenging, this allowed the boys to adapt their games 
and grow their skills and tactical awareness quickly. It was 
noted from their opposition that the boys were respectful and 
great ambassadors for the school, a number of these boys will 
be stepping into the First XI in 2022 and will be ready for the 
challenge.

The First XI were very fortunate to have a brand new kit in 
2021 sponsored by Ford Simpson Ltd, RSM Law and also Power 
Farming Timaru, the boys had a lot of pride in their new uniform 
and certainly looked professional. Thanks to those sponsors 
who generously contributed to this wonderful uniform.  

 They had an excellent season both in the league, interschools 
and the cup competition. Unfortunately for the boys their 
tournament was cancelled for the second year in a row, this 
was very disappointing as the boys had been playing some 

excellent football leading up to this before Covid 19 reared its 
head again. 

The First XI finished the local league season in a very creditable 
third position on the ladder with a 7 win, 1 draw and 4 loss 
record. They won the George Hill Memorial trophy for the first 
time in a 3-2 win over Thistle/City.

1ST XV SEASON OVERVIEW
After some challenging recent seasons, it was a good year for 
the 1st XV. Having a significant number of players returning 
always builds hope for a good season but any year you make 
the top 4 in the Crusaders schools’ competition and win all your 
traditional inter-school fixtures (allowing for the cancellation of 
the Otago Boys' exchange due to snow in Dunedin) has clearly 
been a success.

The pre-season helped to build confidence. After a Covid 
interrupted start to 2020, having a full training and playing 

build up helped to bring the squad together as did the camp 
in Dunedin. The results were encouraging particularly the 
win over King's and the draw with Christchurch Boys', both 
finalists in their respective Highlanders and Crusaders schools’ 
competitions in 2020.

The draw in 2021 generally worked out favourably for us as 
it allowed us some time to find our feet against teams that 
finished in the bottom half of the competition. While we then 
had a very solid run of tough games in the middle of the
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season a number of those were at home which was important. 
In the final 2 weeks when there was a real scramble for positions 
in the top 4, we had games against the bottom two sides which 
gave us a real opportunity to bank a spot in the cup semi-finals.

This year was again notable for the evenness across the top of 
the competition. There were 7 teams really vying for the top 4 
spots with Marlborough and Shirley a level below that group. 
This was reflected in last year’s champions St Andrew's and 
traditional heavyweights Christchurch Boys' both missing the 
top 4. It was also a season with an extraordinary number of 
games not only decided by 7 or less points but a remarkable 
number of games that saw teams win or lose right on fulltime. 
Some of those results were decisive in deciding the fate of 
teams in this year’s competition.

The strength of the very top teams has in my view declined in 
recent seasons. This year would have been the weakest I have 
ever seen in the competition in terms of the standard of the 
back play. There are currently real opportunities to make the 
Cup play-offs and be genuinely competitive. The flip side is that 
there is greater depth across the competition with talent more 
evenly spread. This means making the top 8 is more difficult 
than it once was particularly in years you are rebuilding. 

Our strengths this year lay around the ball carrying ability of 
the side. We had the size, power and experience in this area to 
test even the top sides. After taking some time to get organised 
in the first three rounds our structure and set piece option 
taking on attack was generally quite sound. This gave us the 
ability to attack the opposition in a variety of areas and try and 

target where we felt they were vulnerable. We also generally 
defended quite strongly, and St Bede's were really the only side 
that exposed us defensively this season.

We remained a side that had issues at times around having a 
high error rate and conceding penalties. We did collectively 
struggle with our catch-pass skills and the ability to put people 
into space and finish opportunities we had created on attack 
despite devoting a lot of time at training to improve our skill 
set here. If we had been better and more fluent in this area, 
we would have been a genuine chance to win the competition.

Thanks are due to coaches Kelly Walsh, Brendan Aitkin, 
Brendan Millar and managers Kelly Bartlett and Chris Fisher 
who put a huge amount of time into the running of the side. 
They have to fit this in around their normal work and other 
family commitments. Importantly they are all good men who 
were positive influences on the boys. Mr Sparrow again held a 
supervising almost “Godfather” type role particularly on away 
trips ensuring that everyone was keenly aware of the standards 
expected. 

The TBHS rugby committee do an excellent job organising 
and facilitating rugby at TBHS. The team this year particularly 
once we got on a winning roll received significant support 
from the local and “Pearly White” community as well as a very 
enthusiastic parent group.

RESULTS
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SEASON SUMMARY
Miles Toyota Championship

First up was Rangiora High School away in Rangiora. They were 
a side rebuilding this year after making the top 4 in 2020. We 
eased to a comfortable 35-0 win but as was something of a 
characteristic of this side probably created enough chances to 
have gone close to doubling the score line.

The following two games at home to Lincoln and Waimea 
combined were in many ways quite similar. There were patches 
of good play in comfortable wins against overmatched, out-
sized opposition but enough mistakes to stall real momentum 
and fluency in our play. Although we had banked maximum 
competition points from the first three rounds it was a little 
difficult to know at this stage exactly where we were sitting in 
relation to the top sides.

The game against Christ's College in Christchurch was in many 
ways the turning point of the season. Christ's had been racking 
up some very big wins in the early rounds of the competition 
and were a well-balanced, well organised side. We spent a lot 
of time in preparation for this game getting the structure of 
our attack organised and trying to prepare our defence for the 
attacking patterns Christ's were likely to throw at us. The game 
was played in damp, cold conditions as the front that caused 
the big Canterbury wide floods of 2021 just began to set in. We 
played well in this game, were physical early and put pressure 
on them at scrum time. We kicked well and scored two tries in 
the first half from kick-chase pressure. Our defence was also 
sound against a good attacking side in a game that saw several 
lead changes. In fact, our defence in the middle stages of the 
2nd half against a possibly over-confident side that continued to 
search for a bonus point try rather than kick penalties probably 
won us the match. With only minutes remaining co-captain 
Fletcher Joyce won a penalty at the ruck that Taine Cordell-Hull 
calmly slotted to clinch an enormously satisfying 21-19 win. 

Next was a return to Christchurch to play Shirley Boys'. This 
was a disrupted week for everyone with field and road closures 
due to the flooding. We went up to Christchurch on the Friday 
because of road delays. We played very well for the first 50 
minutes of this game and put in a dominant, controlled and 
balanced performance to lead 37-3 early in the 2nd half. 
Although we lost our shape when we made a number of 
changes at this stage it was encouraging to back up the Christ's 
win with another strong performance.

A home Inter-school against STAC followed the Shirley game.  
Again, this was an important game as both sides had top four 
ambitions. We started this game strongly and probably had a 
slight edge up front. However, we made enough mistakes to 
keep giving St Andrew's a sniff. Pleasingly when the game was 
in the balance mid-way through the 2nd half, we were the side 
to take control and 2 well taken tries saw us surge to a 34-14 
lead. A late STAC comeback did not prevent us earning 5 vital 
competition points in front of a large crowd, including a number 
of 1966 Old Boys who were enjoying a 55 years on reunion. 

On the Saturday that followed we played St Bedess at School 
Park. The family of former TBHS rector Kevin O’Sullivan had 
donated a trophy to be played for between the two schools. 
This game was also included in the 1st XV revision show for the 
week on Sky television. St Bede's were a strong, well-balanced 
side who eventually qualified top of the round robin stage of 
the competition. They kicked very well to put our back three 
under pressure, ran hard at us in midfield, held onto the ball 
well and got up quickly on our key ball runners. We were a little 
off our game and always under pressure and it was the one 
game this year in which we were clearly outplayed.

After the disappointment of the St Bede's game we had two 
vital games at home against schools also eyeing a top four spot. 
If we could win both of these games our chances of being in 
the Cup play-offs were very good. First up was Christchurch 
Boys' who while still a very competitive side were not the force 
in 2021 they often have been in the past. Although there was 
some talk out of Christchurch that St Bede's had exposed us 
and that we might struggle from here on in. The Old Boys 
supporters crew “The Pearly Whites” turned up in force for this 
game and helped generate a real atmosphere at School Park. 
This was a hard-fought game where although we probably 
held a slight edge and created a few chances we again were 
not always able to finish them. Christchurch Boys' led 8-7 at 
half-time and dominated the opening 15 minutes of the 2nd 
half. We defended well during this period and then took some 
control of territory and possession which saw a try to Ned 
Milne and a penalty ease us out to a tense 15-8 win. 

The last game before the holidays was again at School Park 
against St Thomas of Canterbury College who at this stage 
were leading the competition. They are an example of a side 
who are putting an increased emphasis on performing well in 
this competition. Old Boy of the school and former All Black 
Mark Hammett is coaching the 1st XV and also working at the 
school. St Thomas were a big, physical but well-disciplined side 
who were very organised and dangerous with their forwards 
close to the line. We used the ball on attack quite well in this 
game and were able to vary our options on attack nicely. The 
placement of usual number eight Tai Pangai in midfield gave us 
a greater defensive presence and the ability to hold the defence 
on attack. We scored some good set piece tries but St Thomas’s 
replied with 2 tries from pick and goes close to the line. Again, 
pleasingly our defence really stepped up in the last 15 minutes 
and we were able to hold on for a vital 19-12 win.     

After the holiday break we headed off on a trip north to play 
Marlborough and Nelson College, where one victory would all 
but guarantee us a semi-final spot. First up was Marlborough 
where a water-logged school ground saw the game transferred 
out to Renwick a pleasant little down 15 minutes out of 
Blenheim. When we scored early from a powerful forward drive 
it looked like we might dominate the game but a combination 
of our mistakes and conceding several penalties along with 
Marlborough’s ability to maintain possession saw the game
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become very competitive. At 7-3 early in the 2nd half it was 
anyone’s game but at this point our forwards led by Bede Fisher 
and Ben Bartlett really stood up and led us to a bonus point 28-8 
win in a game that was harder than the final score indicated.

Three days later after two more days of rain we played Nelson 
College in a game transferred to the Nelson rugby club right out 
by the beach. Nelson were a powerful side this season with 20 
players back from 2020 who had only lost one game all season, 
an upset loss to Marlborough. Along with St Bedes they were 
seen as the favourites for the title in 2021. The game started 
evenly but Nelson were one of the few sides who could more 
than match us at set piece time and control our forward drives 
and forward runners. What they were also able to in this game 
was take the chances they created better than us which they 
did to take a hard fought 22-12 win.

This left us needing two wins in our final two games against the 
bottom two sides Roncalli and Mid Canterbury combined. We 
were able to win both games comfortably to earn our first Cup 
Semi-Final spot since 2017 a really pleasing result for the side. 
It meant another trip to Nelson. 

This was a tough, hard-fought game on a very heavy field. Play 
went back and forward for the first 35 minutes and importantly 
we had a try disallowed by a touch judge which could easily 
have been awarded. With the score locked at 3 all Nelson 
scored right on half-time after concerted forward pressure. 
When we exited poorly straight after half-time, and Nelson 
scored again they had taken control of the game which they 
emphasised with a fine team try 10 minutes later. To the credit 
of the boys, they dug deep and fought back to score and spent 
the last 10 minutes of the match camped down Nelson’s end 
but were held out by very committed defence. This was the 
game in a nutshell their defensive pressure and the tough 
ground conditions meant we had to work very hard to get any 

momentum. With some tip passes and off-loads we were able 
to create a few half chances but could only finish one of them. 
The pleasing thing was we had certainly tried and played in a 
way that gave us our best chance of winning.  

Other Traditional Interschools

Vs John McGlashan College in Timaru

This game came at a challenging time for us sandwiched 
between the important Christchurch Boys and St Thomas’s 
games. To help manage the workload several boys got a 
starting opportunity in this game. The changes predictably had 
an impact on the understanding and connections on the field 
particularly in defence. It was an entertaining game with both 
teams prepared to move the ball. In the end we were able to 
keep our noses in front throughout the game to record our first 
win over McGlashan in three years.

Vs Otago Boys in Dunedin – Cancelled due to weather

Vs Waitaki Boys in Oamaru

This was a good way to finish the season.   Waitaki were 
pleasingly a lot stronger than the last two years.  They were 
defending well and while we scored a few tries, it was only 
late in the game we got fully on top.  This was a good finish to 
a number of Y13 boys in the team who had served this team 
and others at TBHS well.  We were also very happy this game 
was ever played.  It was postponed due to lockdown, and only 
100 from each school were allowed to watch the game.  But 
because we played the uninterrupted record goes on.

PLAYER PROFILES
Cameron Fikken (Prop) 
A first-year player Cameron developed well this year. He 
was fit and keen and has an excellent work-rate around the 
field. He was a notably good defender making a lot of tackles 
for someone in his position. He needs to keep working on 
developing his handling and carrying skills. Cameron will be an 
important member of next year’s squad.
 
Bede Fisher (Prop) 
Bede was a key member of this year’s side. He tends to get 
better the more he plays and finished the season off very 
strongly as his work-rate lifted. Bede is big and strong but 
also possesses a wide range of rugby skills. His catch-pass is 
good, he defends well, and he makes good decisions. He often 
plays well against strong opposition in the big games and is 
developing his leadership skills. Will be a real key in next year’s 
side.

Alipate Lelenoa (Prop) 
Pate has the size and skills to make an impact at this level. He 
does struggle at times in terms of his concentration and focus 
and he is prone to making some mistakes and giving away 
penalties. He was largely used as an impact player off the 
bench, and he did make some important contributions in this 
role. 

Zach Parkin (Prop/Hooker) 
Zach was new to this level and naturally took a little time to 
adjust to the different speed of play. He was one of the big 
improvers this year as his confidence and understanding grew. 
Zach is keen to do well and enjoys mixing it physically with 
the opposition and is also prepared to work hard at his game 
which is important. He will be a key part of the side in 2022.
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Caleb Kellas-Taylor (Prop) 
Caleb missed most of the first half of the season due to 
injury and taking time to lift his fitness to the required level. 
He provided effective impact off the bench for us when he 
returned. With the confidence of having played at this level 
before and being a year older he brought good energy and 
physicality when coming on.
 
Ben Bartlett (Hooker/Blindside Flanker)  
Ben had an excellent season. He is a physical, 
uncompromising, belligerent player who relishes taking on the 
big schools and the big-name players. His skills improved this 
year, and he was more inclined to tip a pass on or change his 
footwork at the line than in previous seasons. He also defends 
strongly and was a key component in the physicality we were 
able to bring to some important matches, that was important 
in the success of the side. 
 
Lucas Mullings (Lock) 
Lucas was new to this level and did well for someone who 
has only played a limited amount of rugby in recent years. He 
has a big frame and some good natural ball-skills and defends 
quite well. His speed in lineouts and his body position when 
carrying the ball are work-ons for him but he is capable of 
having a big impact next year.
 
Robbie Adams (Lock) 
Robbie worked hard this season and understood his role 
within the team structures well. He improved his ball handling 
and ball-carrying ability during the year and worked his way 
into the starting line up on a consistent basis later in the 
season on the back of some good performances. He was one 
of a group of senior forwards who tried really hard in the 
Semi-Final in Nelson.
 
Jackson Ross (Lock)  
Jackson overcame a serious leg injury from the 2020 season to 
work his way into the squad in the second half of the season. 
A natural athlete Jackson has good speed, excellent jumping 
ability and good handling skills. Getting used to the physicality 
of 1st XV rugby and getting a shoulder on in contact situations 
are his work-ons but Jackson has the potential to be a key 
member of next year’s squad.
 
Ben Goldingham (Lock, Number Eight) 
Ben had a good first season at this level. He is fit, mobile and 
reads the game well. He thinks about his role, asks questions 
and wants to get better. He has good spring and hands at 
the front of the lineout and was a reliable source of ball. He 
may well be a loose-forward next season and if he can keep 
developing his defence and ball-carrying ability will be a real 
key to next year’s side.
 
Peter Tafunaina (Loose Forward) 
Peter was competing with some good players for game time in 
his position. To his credit he continued to train hard and when 
called upon generally played with energy and was prepared to 

carry hard. Understanding his role within a call or system was 
at times an issue for him.
 
Fletcher Joyce (Openside Flanker) 
Fletcher was one of the boys who put considerable time into 
his fitness and conditioning this season which helped his 
work-rate and physical presence over the ball. He positioned 
himself well to carry the ball and has useful footwork at the 
line. He also worked on improving his catch-pass skills to link 
with other players. Fletcher played very well in the semi-final 
in Nelson.
 
David Edh (Loose Forward/Number Eight) 
David had a good season and was an important on field leader 
along with Fletcher. He is good over the ball and provided 
a number of turnovers and a physical presence at the 
breakdown. An ankle injury cost him some game time later in 
the season and he did well to be able to play a full part in the 
semi-final in Nelson.
 
Tai Pangai (Number Eight, 2nd-Five) 
New to the school Tai made a big impact. He has explosive 
speed and power and is exceptionally quick off the back 
of the scrum. He attracted a lot of defenders and was in 
conversations with them a real focus for opposition coaches. 
He does need to more consistently pass the ball before 
contact when he has created space for others. Tai was also a 
strong defender and his work-rate in defence was very good 
and an important cog in our defence.
 
Ned Milne (Half-back) 
Ned has quite a relaxed approach and took a wee while to 
build into the season. He played particularly well in important 
later home games against Christchurch Boys' and St Thomas’s. 
He has good natural instincts and skills as a player and is 
prepared take the opposition on. If he works on developing 
areas like his kicking, he can potentially go further in the 
game.
 
Ben Johnston (Half-back) 
Unfortunately, Ben had his season and probably career 
curtailed by another serious concussion in the John 
McGlashan inter-school. Ben was a brave, physically 
committed player particularly defensively. The structured 
environment of a team was good for Ben and hopefully he will 
find something similar in another field.
 
Taine Cordell-Hull (First-five/Half-back) 
Taine does work hard on his core skills and fitness. He is a 
physically committed player who tries hard defensively and 
will take the ball to the line. His goal-kicking was generally 
good this season and an important factor in winning some of 
the key games. Taine does at times put a fair bit of pressure on 
himself and has some ingrained habits at 10. He was at times 
more relaxed and just played when he filled in at half-back, 
with a little less necessity to call a lot of the shots on him.
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Toby Clemett (2nd-five, 1st-five) 
Toby has mainly played at first-five prior to this season and is 
likely to do so next season. Toby has good natural skills and 
playing in the midfield where he had to work hard defensively 
and carry the ball into contact against bigger players should 
benefit him in the long run. He will be a key member of the 
backline in 2022.
 
Tafu Tafunaina (2nd-five)

Tafu had a slow start to the season around some of his option 
taking, maintaining ball in contact and defence. To be fair he 
finished the season more strongly, making good impact off 
the bench with strong carries and better reads defensively. I 
hope Tafu maintains an involvement in the game upon leaving 
school.
 
Hugh Cameron (Centre) 
Hugh has some good rugby skills and is probably more 
naturally suited to playing in the outside backs but with a 
limited number of options available needed to play in the 
midfield for us. Although he tends to push attackers towards 
a touchline rather than push up to snuff out moves Hugh did 
not miss many tackles this year. When he tries to beat players 
on the outside and looks to set up his outsides, he looks a 
good player. Learning to deal with mistakes and people’s 
expectations have always been issues for Hugh but hopefully 
they are reducing with age.  
 
Fletcher Boraman (Wing) 
Fletcher has been on the fringes of the 1st XV for the past 
2 seasons but was a regular squad member throughout this 
season. Fletcher did not always start but accepted his role and 
tried his best both defensively and on attack when given game 
time. He seemed to enjoy being part of a strong 1st XV and 
was a well-liked member of the side.
 

Joeli Vinakadina (Wing) 
Joeli came into the squad this season on the back of an injury 
plagued season in 2020 and with limited experience as an 
outside back new to this level of rugby. He has genuine speed 
and wants to do well, trying hard at practice and in games. 
While he provided hints of his potential a lack of positional 
and game awareness made it difficult at times for Joeli to 
really have the impact he would have liked. 
 
Jed Syme (Wing) 
Jed came into this season on the back of a significant knee 
injury during the sevens season. This did understandably seem 
to have an impact on his confidence and form in the early 
stages of the season. While there were glimpses of Jed’s speed 
and attacking potential later in the season, he did on the 
whole struggle to produce the consistency and authority in his 
play hoped for from a 3rd year player.
 
Max Aitken (Fullback) 
As he did in 2020 Max took a little while to build into the 
season, once he did, he became quite steady and solid at the 
back for us. He was really the only outside back who would 
hit into a hole on attack and made some important breaks 
in games by doing so. A personable member of the side Max 
enjoyed the opportunities that 1st XV football provide. 

Also played or reserved for the side William McKenzie, Flynn 
Smith, Cale Tompkins, Harry Schmack.

Six of these boys Bede Fisher, Ben Bartlett, Fletcher Joyce, 
Lucas Mullings, Tai Pangai and Hugh Cameron were selected 
for the Crusaders Knights training camp held in the term three 
holidays.  Hugh made the final squad that won versus the 
Highlanders equivalent.

RUGBY SEASON OVERVIEW

2021 would have to be considered one of the best seasons 
TBHS Rugby has ever had.  From the 1st XV down to the U14.5 
grade there were some outstanding team and individual 
performances.  Without Covid interruptions this year all boys 
were able to get three to four months of consistent games with 
each grade under 1st XV won.  As well as this, our preseason 
programme has stepped up a lot, and the impact of this was 
clearly seen on field.

The school is continuing to produce good rugby players and 
good rugby people.   Our volunteer coaches, managers and 
committee continue to work huge volunteer hours and all 

their work must be acknowledged.  They certainly provide a 
wonderful platform for our players to succeed.  Without them 
we just could not function in the ways we do and perform as 
well as we see each year.

Our player numbers are still as strong as ever.  The culture of 
hard work was clear in all teams, plus willingness to learn new 
skills and increase fitness.  Unfortunately, the only down part of 
the season was just as the representative season started, Covid 
hit again, and many players missed out on higher honours they 
had deservedly been chosen for.  This was a real pity.
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Throughout the year RDO Hami Goldsmith and TIC Edward 
Patterson continued to build on 2020 where the RDO was in its 
foundation year.  Positives here from us are obvious with boys 
now getting consistent messages about player development.  As 
well as this, the coaching teams are now able to communicate 
with an RDO about their own team and look for ideas to 
improve their performance.

It was very pleasing at the start of the year to have 55 of the 
60 boys we identified as 1st and 2nd XV candidates front up at 
preseason in February.  As well as this, the U15A Colts trialists 
numbered 35 and the U16.5 and U14.5 grade practices had 
extremely good attendances.   This work set up what was to 
follow, that is the best series of results across grades that we 
have probably ever had as a school.

Unfortunately, though, the exchange games seem to be 
dwindling.  Finding teams to play is a real challenge as most 
schools in Dunedin and Christchurch competitions usually give 
their top players all the good rugby they need.  We are clearly 
disadvantaged in this regard.   Otago was cancelled, Waitaki 
was only a 1st XV game, the Christchurch exchange is history 
and the U16 and U14 teams only played St Andrews and John 
McGlashan.

Despite the many positives, it can be a real challenge to get 
boys to every practice and to make them want to get fitter and 
improve their skills.  Boys often play multiple sports and many 
of them work in jobs at various times.     Rugby is being now 
challenged increasingly by many things, but we are continuing 
to do well in this challenging environment. Long may it continue 
as it is a great game that teaches the boys so much.

The committee is a great group of about 12 people who love 
rugby and the school.  This year they went beyond the normal 
and remained tight knit and finished this year in a better 
position than ever.   Tough decisions are made, and robust 
discussion happens.  Thanks everyone, especially to Craig 
Bampton (Chairperson), Cathy Ussher (Secretary) and Michelle 
Parkin (Treasurer).  To all the committee I say a huge thanks.  

At the end of 2021 we lost two great committee members who 
have both been around for basically a decade, Craig Bampton, 
and Kent Adams.  Through the year Vicki Robinson also moved 
on.  These three individuals went far beyond what they had to 
do and must be commended for all they have done.  People 
like this are very hard to find and are just what our rugby club 
needs.

We are in a sound financial position, and this has happened 
because of some great volunteers organizing great fundraisers.  
We are still a long way smaller than many of opponents in 
this regard but through hard work and traditional values we 
continue to push ahead.  We must stay competitive and not 
fall behind.  Our efforts this year show we are continuing to do 
very well.

Our squads are kept small in number and other than 1sts, 2nds 
and U15A, they are mixed in ability.  This works extremely well

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South Island Secondary School Swimming 
Championships

This event was held in Timaru on the 19th and 20th of June. The 
TBHS team consisted of Dominic Coleman (captain), Thomas 
Kyle, Jack Boorer-Lilley, Harry Sargent, Luke Tompkins, Alex 
Tudgey and Lochlan Crawford. It was a successful meet. Timaru 
Boys’ was awarded top boys’ school, which was an impressive 
achievement considering that we had three boys who did not 
compete in all sessions due to other commitments and injury.

The boys 15 and Under relay team of Thomas, Jack, Alex and 
Harry swam extremely well to win the Freestyle relay, and gain a 
second place in the Medley relay.

Individual results are as follows:

Thomas Kyle had an outstanding meet. He gained three first 
place finishes, in the 100 Individual Medley, the 100 Breaststroke 
and the 50 Breaststroke. He then gained two second place 
finishes, in the 100 Freestyle and the 50 Freestyle. 

In addition Thomas placed second in the 15 and under SKINS 
event. The top ten swimmers were chosen from the Medley 
races. The swimmers then have to swim 50 metres in a stroke 
chosen at random. The slowest two swimmers are then 
removed. Another stroke is chosen at random, and another two 
swimmers removed. This continues until the final two swimmers 
compete for first placing. Races take place one after the other so 
there is very little rest. Obviously swimmers have to be able to 
swim the full range of strokes.

Thomas was also second in the 15 and under 200 Freestyle 
elimination race. The top ten fastest swimmers from the 100 
Freestyle are chosen to race. At the end of each 50 metres the 
two slowest swimmers are taken out, without pausing the race. 
Again it came down to the two last swimmers, who swam the 
last 50 by themselves to see who wins overall.

Alex Tudgey swam well. He gained one first placing in the 50 
Backstroke, two second placings in the 100 Freestyle and the 
50 Freestyle, a third placing in the 100 Individual Medley and 
a fourth in the 50 Butterfly. Alex also qualified for the 15 and 
under SKINS race where he finished fourth. Alex swam three 
personal bests during the meet.

Dominic Coleman also did well. He gained a first placing in the 
50 Butterfly, two second placings in the 100 Breaststroke and 
50 Breaststroke, a fifth in the 100 Butterfly and a 6th in the 100 
Individual Medley. Dom also swam four personal bests in his 
races. He qualified for the 16 and Over SKINS event.

Harry Sargent gained one second placing in the 100

Thanks to 
all the Old Boys involved, especially Bruce Lund, and thanks to 
Heritage New Zealand for their generous support.

Despite many cancellations, it was a strong year for sport at 
TBHS, with all codes experiencing success.  A few highlights 
that stand out for me were the 1st XI Cricket team beating a 
strong Otago Boys’ side in the interschool, the 1st XI Football 
team winning the South Canterbury Senior Men’s Cup for the 
very first time, and our 1st XV Rugby team cleaning up Christ’s 
College, St Andrew’s, Christchurch Boys’, and many others 
in a memorable season.  When you think of the money and 
resources behind some of these independent schools (not 
to mention the big, high decile state schools), it is amazing 
to see our lads not only holding their own, but thriving and 
succeeding in all team sports.  At TBHS, our army of coaches 
and managers are all unpaid volunteers – thanks so much 
everyone!!

We managed to squeeze in a rousing Waitaki Assembly with 
a reduced audience of senior boys.

Even though there were all sorts of Covid-19 
restrictions, we still managed to complete a successful 
exchange with Waitaki down in Oamaru – quite a few Old Boys 
made the trip down.

Covid-19 effectively killed a lot of our planned cultural events, 
but we did sneak in a Cultural Extravaganza week and many 
of our boys took part in a wonderful production of Chicago 
at Timaru Girls’ High School.  In 2022 we are looking for a 
resurgence of the Arts with the planned production of Rock 
of Ages and a reboot of Kapa Haka.  Let’s hope the pandemic 
gods will allow it all to take place.

All in all, 2021 was an enjoyable year.  It was a pleasure to work 
with a range of Old Boys.  One of the tasks we are working on 
now is to restore some honours boards to the Hogben Hall – 
apparently the original ones went missing when the Hall was 
updated in the 1980s.

RECTOR’S MESSAGE TO OLD BOYS 
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THE NATIONAL PRESIDENT’S 2021 REPORT
It has been the best of times and the worst of times seems 
a salient reflection on the 2021 year. There have been 
accomplishments, despite Covid 19 restrictions, by the Timaru 
Old Boys’ Association in the past year. The centrepiece of Old 
Boys’ affection and connection with our North Street School , 
the Memorial Library, is much enhanced.  Refurbishment and 
structural strengthening of the Library has been completed 
and proudly graces the front of the school. 

While the Memorial Library edges toward its centenary, it isn’t 
the oldest building on the School site. The ‘old armory’, now a 
structurally forgettable storage shed, sited near the western 
boundary, dates back to 1913. 

Old Boy events around the country have been curtailed by 
Covid. Well done to those regions that managed to keep 
gatherings and connections going. The School’s annual Timaru 
BHS verses Waitaki BHS fixture looked to be in jeopardy part-
way through the winter. Initially postponed, it did proceed, in 
late September, across a range of sporting codes. So this inter-
school fixture dating back to 1884 continues uninterrupted by 
another pandemic! 
My predecessor as National President, Chris Moore, has 
continued to support the drive for increased THSOBA 
membership. I have accepted the baton and look to see 
membership growth around the country over the next year. 

A planning meeting in November 2021 gave direction to 
advancing the goals of our Association. Key objectives set 
were:
•	 grow the membership of 450 in 2022 by 100
•	 establish contacts in all regions / encourage a team 	
 	 approach 
•	 suggest two regional gatherings each year / Timaru   
	 Girls’ connections helpful.
•	 THSOB Facebook now at 330 grow to 500 in 2022

The establishment of a part time Archivist / Old Boys Liaison 
position within the School is a great initiative. The TBHS 
Foundation, established with the support of Sir Roy McKenzie, 
will fund this role. Having direct and immediate action on Old 
Boy enquiries and business will be of great benefit. 

It is planned to have an Old Boys’ newsletter emailed regularly 
throughout 2022. Contributions from the School, regions, 
Executive, Old Boy news, memories, and photographs will be 
part of the bi-monthly publication. 

Reunions of Year and Class groups continue to be encouraged. 
There is potential for Thomas House and School Old Boy 
gatherings to be regularised. I can identify with the third 
formers (Year 9s) of 1962! The School and Old Boys’ Association 
will always extend support to any reunion initiatives. 

Finally, I want to acknowledge two outstanding contributors to 
TBHS and to Old Boys activities: Bruce Leadley and Bruce Lund. 
Both these men have held Timaru Boys’ close to their hearts 
for over 60 years. 

I had the pleasure of attending Bruce Leadley’s 90th birthday 
celebration in July. His affection for and contribution to TBHS 
seems boundless. His knowledge of the School community of 
the past seven decades is astounding. He remains Registrar 
for the Old Boys’ Association with fingertip knowledge of 
hundreds on the School roll down the years. He is a treasure!

Bruce Lund retains the passion for TBHS that was clearly evident 
in his 1st XV performances of 1955. Bruce is always looking for 
ways to contribute to his old school. In the past year he has led 
and guided the team in the earthquake strengthening of the 
Memorial Library. Bruce’s admiration of the Rector of his era, 
M.A. Bull, prompted the engagement of Margriet Windhausen 
to sculpt a bronze bust of Mervyn Bull. The bust now stands in 
the School’s reception area. Bruce will have a new project for 
2022.

I have enjoyed the contact with the Old Boy community over 
the past year - too often meeting by Zoom but with prospects 
of more personal connections in the year ahead. My thanks 
to the many contributors to the Timaru High School Old Boy 
community.

RECENT GRADUATES  

Siaosi O. Sovaleni (1988), known as George while at TBHS, came from Tonga as a seventh-
former, played as a lock in the First XV, achieved an A bursary, and was proxime accessit, with 
merit prizes in English, mathematics, and physics.  Remembered by fellow First XV member 
Gavin M. Miller (1985-1989, staff 1998- ) as “a really nice guy, quiet, friendly, and hard-working, 
strongly focused on his academic studies”, he went on to the University of Auckland, where 
he completed a BSc(Hons) degree in computer science.  That was followed by an MSc degree 
from the University of Oxford and, some years later, a postgraduate diploma and MBA degree 
from the University of the South Pacific.  He was a civil servant in Tonga and in regional agencies 
based in Fiji from 1996, rising to be CEO of the Tongan Ministry of Public Enterprises.  He has 
been a member of the Tongan Legislative Assembly (Parliament) since November 2014.  He 
became Deputy Prime Minister of Tonga in 2015 and Prime Minister in December 2021.  Old 
Boys will join in congratulating him on his appointment and in wishing him well, especially as 
Tonga deals with the aftermath of the volcanic eruption and tsunami of January 2022.

PRIME MINISTER OF TONGA

Siaosi Sovalei
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Detective Superintendent Peter D. Read (1974-1978) of Christchurch was appointed an 
Officer of the New Zealand Order of Merit (ONZM) in the 2021 New Year Honours for 
services to the New Zealand Police and the community.  

His citation is as follows: Detective Superintendent Peter Read has been with New 
Zealand Police for 42 years, with 20 years as a senior investigator in the Criminal 
Investigation Branch. He is currently Detective Superintendent: Southern, covering the 
South Island and latterly the Wellington Police District.  He has led investigations into 
some of the most challenging and high-profile cases in New Zealand. He oversaw the St 
John of God enquiry into significant and historic sexual offending by a group of priests at 
a Christchurch school from the 1960s to 1980s, leading the investigation to a successful 
resolution.  Following the 2011 Christchurch earthquakes, he oversaw the missing person 
coordination, the disaster victim identification process and led the investigation of the 
CTV Building collapse. He was appointed in 2010 to lead the criminal investigation into 
the Pike River Mine explosion and to oversee the Pike River re-entry programme, an 
ongoing investigation.  Following the 2019 Christchurch terror attacks, he jointly led the 
investigation and made key evidential decisions that achieved outcomes that observed 
cultural sensitivities, without compromising evidential demand against a background 
of intense scrutiny.  He has overseen the creation of the Investigation Management 
Tool (IMT), a software-based solution that has improved management of investigative 
casework.  Detective Superintendent Read supported the development of the Law 
Enforcement Torch Run in New Zealand, a global organisation supporting the Special 
Olympics movement.

A CAREER IN EPIDEMIOLOGY | BARRY BORMAN

G. Barry Borman (1963-1967) has contributed the following 
account of his career.

After leaving TBHS in 1968, I completed BA and MA degrees 
at Massey University, and a PhD in epidemiology from the 
University of Otago. 

For much of my career, I have worked as an epidemiologist 
in various central government health agencies, such as the 
Department of Health, the Public Health Commission, the 
Health Funding Authority. Between 2001 and 2008, I was 
Manager of Public Health Intelligence, the epidemiology group 
of the Ministry of Health. Much of the work of the group was 
on providing epidemiological information and advice for policy 
development and decision-making across the health system.

In 2008 I took an academic position at Massey University in 
Wellington,  where I am now a Professor of Epidemiology. The 
COVID-19 pandemic has elevated epidemiology to a buzzword 
and some kind of status symbol. It seems that anyone who 
has done a paper in epidemiology or read a book can lay claim 
to being an “epidemiologist”. Reality is that epidemiology has 
long been the core science of public health with a long history 
(back to Hippocrates). Even Florence Nightingale conducted 
epidemiological studies. Many have the idea, and students 
have the fear, that it is all about numbers, data, calculations, 
statistics, and computers. It uses these to provide the skills 
and tools for critical thinking about what causes disease and 
ill-health in populations. 

My research involves being the Director of Environmental 
Health Intelligence NZ. The Ministry of Health has contracted 
us since 2009 to monitor the effects of the environment on the 
country’s human population. Since 1989, I have also been the 

Director of the New Zealand Congenital Anomalies Register 
(NZCAR), which monitors the occurrence of congenital 
anomalies. 

Some may remember me in the First XI as the wicket-keeper 
and short-innings batter whose repertoire was limited to 
cross-bat shots. After leaving school, I played senior cricket 
in Palmerston North. In my first game, I kept to Victor Pollard 
(bowling medium-paced off-spinners) and Bryan Yuile 
after they spun New Zealand to a rare victory over a strong 
Australian side. I think byes were the top-scorer. I represented 
Manawatu for several seasons and had a few trials for the then 
Central Districts Plunket Shield team.

After moving to Wellington for work, I joined the Kilbirnie 
Cricket Club, one of the strongest in the country. Don Neely 
(subequently a long-term NZ selector) was the captain 
of the team, which included New Zealand  players Barry 
Sinclair, Grahame Bilby, Les Butler and Richard Collinge, and 
several other Wellington representatives. There were plenty 
of catches and stumpings to enjoy (and a few howlers to 
forget). Coincidentally, my first game for the club was against 
Collegians, which included Bruce Taylor (TBHS 1956-1959), 
who, a few years previously, had coached the TBHS First XI. In 
a later season, Chris Galwey (TBHS 1967-1968) also played for 
Collegians. I was fortunate to maintain a high level of fitness 
(with yoga, aerobics etc), only incurring a few broken, now 
gnarly, fingers along the way. By the 1990s, I realised that I 
liked playing senior cricket, but only if (a) the weather was 
fine, (b) there was no wind, (c) I could leave when I had had 
enough, and (d) I didn’t have to train. I retired in 1992. 

A fond memory has been the two recent reunions on the 1966 
TBHS 1st XI, the first in Christchurch and the second, with the 
1966, 1st XV in Timaru (report above). At the latter, it was a 
pleasure to meet John Button again, our cricket coach. Among 
the many stories told with suitable embellishments with time 
and fading memories, one will never be forgotten or forgiven. 
In a game at the Rectory, Bill Baillie, our excellent left-arm 
spinner claimed the first nine wickets.  The last opposition 
batter hit an absolute dolly catch to Ian Mackay. While most 
were running to congratulate Bill on getting all ten, Mackay 
wrote himself into 1st XI  infamy by dropping the ball. As if by 
some conspiracy, Ian bowled the next over and took the tenth 
wicket

A ‘forty years on’ reunion in Wellington in January 2020 of 
locals Peter Fenton, Hamish Bills, and Richard Keene with Owen 
Bishop (over from Melbourne), who had been classmates in 
Form 5K in 1980, sparked the idea of a reunion of as many of 
the class who could come to a gathering in Timaru in August 
2020.

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Greg Lillico’s obituary (later in this issue) for his father Peter 
James Lillico (1939-2021, TBHS 1954-1958) prompted Bruce 
Leadley to ask Greg (not himself an Old Boy) for some more 
detail about his family – one that has supplied four generations 
of pupils at TBHS.  The following is adapted from Greg’s 
response and also includes information about Peter’s great-
uncle Dr James Walsh Lillico kindly provided by his son Julian. 

James Hall Lillico (born 1854 in Galashiels, Scotland) was 
married in 1879 in Victoria to Isabella Smail Crichton (1855-
1897) and they had Walter Crichton Lillico (Peter’s grandfather, 
born 1881 in Warrnambool, Victoria; enrolled TBHS 1895; died 
in Timaru 1962).  Isabella died in 1897, and James married 
Clara Walsh (born Yorkshire 1884, died Bristol 1971) in 1909; 
they had James Walsh Lillico (1909-1942, Prep School 1918-
1924, senior School 1925-1928; First XI and house prefect) and 
Joan Wilson Lillico (1911-2001) – so Walter Crichton Lillico and 
James Walsh Lillico were half-brothers with a 28-year age gap.

Walter Crichton Lillico married Agnes Beatrice Head (1884-
1964) and they had three children: James (Jim) Beattie Lillico 
(1905-1984, entered TBHS 1919), Crichton Lillico (1906-1981, 
TBHS 1923-1924), Walter Smail Lillico (1909-1974, TBHS 1924-
1926), and Clara Lillico (born 1914).  Jim Lillico married Elsie 
Cunningham Macaulay (1910-1985) in 1936 and was the father 
of Peter Lillico – a third-generation Timaruvian.  However, 
within TBHS, the family has extended to a further generation:  
James Crichton Lillico (TBHS 1967-1969, now living in Nelson) 
and his brother Bryce Beattie Lillico (TBHS 1969-1972, now in 
Australia) were the sons of Ralph Beattie Lillico (1930-1996 – 
not an Old Boy), grandsons of Crichton (TBHS 1923-24) and 
great-grandsons of Walter Crichton (TBHS 1895).  

James Hall Lillico, a proprietor of the Timaru Woollen Mills 
from the 1890s to 1920, died suddenly in 1921.  He had 
driven from Timaru to his small farm (20 acres) at Geraldine 
one Saturday afternoon and was inspecting the property with 
the manager when he collapsed and died – the cigar he was 
smoking had to be removed and put out.  His children James 
and Joan were schooled in Timaru, but in 1929 their mother 
Clara Lillico returned to London with them. 

James Walsh Lillico studied at St Catharine’s College, University 
of Cambridge (BA 1934) and played cricket for his college but 
not for the University – he had been in the TBHS First XI in 1927 
and 1928.  He then completed his medical training at King’s 
College London (St Thomas’s Hospital) and did his internship 
at Manchester Infirmary.

Shortly after marrying Laetitia Russell Spry Dickson (1909-
1975) in 1938 – she was a radiologist who had studied at Guy’s 
Hospital in London – James and his bride left for India, where 
he served as a captain in the Indian Army Medical Service, 
stationed in Abbottabad on the Northwest Frontier in what is 
now Pakistan.  Soon after the outbreak of the Second World 
War, James was posted to the 12th Indian General Hospital 
in Singapore.  His pregnant wife returned to England to live 
with her parents near Manchester and gave birth to a son 
(Julian Arthur James Lillico) in 1940.  James’s letters show that 
he was deeply worried about his wife and son (Manchester 
has suffered serious bombing) and his mother and sister (in 
London during the Blitz).

Singapore fell to the Japanese in February 1942 and James 
was imprisoned in the infamous Changi Prison. The last 
communication his wife had from him was a tiny Red Cross 

card, signed by him, saying that he had been captured 
unwounded.  Despite extensive enquiries by his wife, James’s 
fate was not definitely known until six years ago. 

James left Changi in October 1942 as medical officer with 600 
men of the Royal Artillery who were sent by the Japanese to 
build an airfield on Ballalae Island in the Solomon Islands. They 
were crammed into the hold of a small Japanese coaster. Four 
days into the voyage, James died on 18 October 1942, possibly 
from some tropical disease; he was the only one to die in the 
ship. The ship subsequently called in at Rabaul, New Guinea, 
to land 24 sick, while the rest carried on to Ballalae Island. The 
Americans were moving up the islands gradually and bombed 
the Ballalae Island airfield several times while it was under 
construction. There was no shelter for the prisoners.  As the 
Americans got closer, the Japanese evacuated the island in 
September 1943. The order was given to kill the remaining 
prisoners: 483 bodies were subsequently exhumed by the 
Allies.  The only survivors of the original 600 were eight from 
the sick who were landed in Rabaul.

Captain James Walsh Lillico’s name is included on rolls 
of honour at St Catharine’s College, St Thomas’s Hospital 
chapel, Kranji War Cemetery (Singapore), Hemel Hempstead 
(Hertfordshire), and of course at TBHS.  

His son Julian came to New Zealand in the 1960s to meet the 
New Zealand family and ended up marrying Peter Lillico’s 
sister (Ann – his first cousin once removed, but of similar age) 
– so a Lillico married a Lillico.  Julian and Ann live in Wellington. 

James’s sister Joan also had an interesting career.  After a year 
at a school in Switzerland, she entered Newnham College, 
Cambridge.  She graduated in anthropology and history, worked 
for the Wellcome Historical Medical Museum in London, and 
as a censor in the West Indies during the war, then returned 
to museum work at the Victoria and Albert Museum in London 
before becoming first curator-in-charge of the Blaise Castle 
House Folk Museum (opened 1949), near Bristol.  She died in 
Bristol in 2001.

There was a Lillico Prize for Arithmetic (most probably 
established by James Hall Lillico) awarded in the TBHS 
Preparatory School from 1921 until the school was closed in 
1961.

LILLICO FAMILY

James Walsh Lillico
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The story of the Lillico dynasty of Old Boys (above) prompted 
editor Gregor A. Macaulay (1966-1970) to think about his own 
relationships to others who have attended TBHS.  Although 
Gregor is related to only one of the 13 other Macaulays who have 
passed through TBHS – his brother John W. Macaulay (1965-
1969) – he does have a variety of other Old Boy relatives (albeit 
distant in some cases).  

His maternal uncle, William (Bill) J. Dixon (1923-1994) was at 
TBHS 1938-1940.  Bill’s aunt, Elizabeth Gladys Dixon (1900-
1969) married Alfred Sotham Garland (1896-1971) and seven of 
their 10 Garland grandsons (Gregor’s second cousins) boarded 
at TBHS: brothers Alistair (1970-1971), Kenneth (1974-1975), 
and Paul (1974-1977); their cousins, the three brothers Ron 
(1967-1971), Colin (1968-1972), and Murray (1975-1978); and a 
singleton cousin, Don (1969-1973).  Don’s son Matt was also at 
TBHS (2000).

One of Gregor’s father’s maternal uncles, Alexander Malcolm (a 
partner in the firm of Malcolm and Lund that built the Memorial 
Library) had three sons at TBHS: Donald (1919-1921), Alexander 
(Ack, TBHS 1920-1923, a national squash champion and a friend 
of Jack Lovelock), and Grant (1923-1927).  Grant’s son Barry was 
also at TBHS (1952-1955).

The title of this article is the name of a book by Megan Blakie, 
published in November 2021, about her father Cecil (Ces) 
Douglas Blakie (1932-1999, TBHS 1946-1949 and 1955).

It is unusual for boys older than 18 or 19 to be at TBHS.  In 
past years some Pacific Islands scholarship boys turned 20 or 
21 in their final year, and Ces Blakie was another exception 
to the usual pattern, returning to school shortly before his 
23rd birthday (he believed that he was the first such ‘adult 
returnee’ in New Zealand).

Ces first attended TBHS from 1946 to 1949, sang in the School 
choir, and was in the gymnastics team and hockey First XI 
in 1949.  After two years in the fifth form, he gained School 
Certificate, was accepted for teacher training, and spent 
1950 and 1951 at Dunedin Teachers’ College.  He taught as 
a probationary teacher at Akaroa School, was a relief sole-
charge teacher at the rural Pohangina School in the Manawatū-

Whanganui region then returned to South Canterbury in 1954 
to teach at Hakataramea School.  His career was interrupted 
in 1953 when he did his compulsory military training with the 
RNZAF.  Another career beckoned, however, and Ces felt called 
to seek ordination as an Anglican priest.  Ordination required 
university study which in turn required University Entrance, so 
Ces returned to his old school for further study.

A more remote group of cousins descend from Jane Dempster 
(née McGregor), sister of Gregor’s great-grandmother Ann 
Macaulay (née McGregor).  A glance through a family history 
of one branch of Jane Dempster’s descendants serendipitously 
found in a secondhand book shop led to the discovery that 
Colin B. Kilgour (1938-1939) was Gregor’s third cousin and 
that Colin’s two Old Boy nephews, Malcolm B. Menzies (1966-
1970, head prefect in his final year) and Malcolm’s brother 
Stephen I. Menzies (1969-1972), were Gregor’s third cousins 
once removed.  Gregor and Malcolm had not been aware of 
the connection while they were classmates.  

Gregor has so far identified 16 Old Boy blood relatives; 
perhaps there are others still to be found.  Do any Old Boy 
readers have similar genetic links to multiple other Old Boys?

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Despite his age, he resumed wearing the school uniform of 
grey shirt, shorts, socks, and cap – there was no senior uniform 
with long trousers until 1970.  Both staff and boys admired 
his decision to return to school and respected him for his 
willingness to be treated the same as any other sixth former 
(he was not permitted to use his motorbike while in school 
uniform). He took a full part in all school activities, returning 
to the gym team, playing squash, captaining the hockey and 
cricket First XIs, performing as Koko, the Lord High Executioner, 
in the production of The Mikado, and being appointed a 
prefect.  Most importantly, he achieved his academic goal and 
was accredited in English, geography, history, and chemistry.

He proceeded to Canterbury University College in 1956 and 
began his formal theological training.  He was made a deacon 
in 1958 and ordained as a priest in 1959.  Supported by his wife, 
Joyce (née Herdman, a nurse, ex-TGHS), he served as curate in 
Linwood, Christchurch, as vicar in Banks Peninsula, Temuka, 
and Hokitika, as a naval chaplain, Regional Dean of East 
Christchurch, vicar (on exchange) of Clacton-on-Sea, England, 
and finally, from 1974 until his retirement in 1993, as vicar of 
Burwood, Christchurch.  He was “a mad keen sportsman” all 
his life and was also an apiarist and woodturner.

(1948) as were Evan’s sons M.D. (Doug) Blakie (1972-1975) 
and Warren F. Blakie (1973-1975), and Doug’s son Geoffrey D.

Brian G. Stewart (1966-1970, staff 1984-1990) was one of the 
artists who took part in a demonstration day held by the Otago 
Art Society at the Dunedin Railway Station in January 2022.  
Brian, an oil painter, said the demonstration day was a valuable 
tool to bolster his creativity.  He likes being able to showcase 
his art and the style of his paintings kept people guessing. His 
portfolio ranged from scenery and portraits to hyperrealistic 
household objects and minimalist geometrical paintings.  Brian 
says that he paints whatever he finds intriguing and there was 
no telling what might pique his interest.

James L. Osborne (1998-2002), having completed a BSc 
degree at the University of Otago, left New Zealand in 2007 
to travel to Korea, then Colombia and China.  In 2019 he 
moved to Taipei, Taiwan, where he teaches English – and also 
makes short YouTube documentaries on the wildlife in the 
surrounding countryside.  The animals he has filmed include 
cobras, rat snakes, tiger beetles, and glowing scorpions.  Some 
of his favourite finds on his tramps have included a pangolin 
(scaly anteater), a crab spider attacking a blind snake, flying 
squirrels, and a fishing spider catching frogs.  Amongst his 
least favourite animals are ants: “I went out in jandals once, 
and instantly regretted it.” 

 
After 17 years as principal of Temuka Primary School, Grant D. 
Willocks (1975-1979) stepped down from the role at the end 
of 2021.  Grant’s first job after TBHS was in the Department of 
Social Welfare but three days of reflection during an Outward 
Bound course resulted in a decision to enter Christchurch 
College of Education.  He taught at Waimataitai and Waituna 
Creek Schools before becoming principal successively at 
Ikawai, Milford, and Temuka.  Grant’s elder brother, Ross K. 
Willocks was also at TBHS (1974-1976). 
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University of Canterbury computer engineering student Bailey 
A. Lissington (2015-2019) became the youngest-ever member 
of the Orari Temuka Opihi Pareora Water Zone Committee 
when he was appointed in November 2021.  “I’m hoping this 
understanding will allow me at a later date to potentially 
work in a statutory management role involving nitrates and 
phosphorus,” he said.  “I’m passionate about the health of our 
waterways, so I want a role that could contribute to the bigger 
picture of keeping our waterways safe and clean.”

 
 

 
Anthony W. Smith (1998-2002), a Christchurch accountant 
who is also a cornet player in Woolston Brass, one of the 
top brass bands in New Zealand, was one of two New 
Zealanders selected for the international 2021 4BR Band of 
the Year – a ‘dream team’ band selected by the editor of the 
4barsrest online platform, based on players’ achievements in 
competitive brass banding.  Anthony was selected for having 
won the best cornet solo and Champion of Champions titles at 
the New Zealand Brass Band Championships in July 2021.  He 
was a member of the National Band of New Zealand in 2007, 
2014, 2017, 2020, and 2021. Anthony was a third-generation 
member of the TBHS brass band and his cousins Barrett F. 
Hocking (1995-1998) and Slade D. Hocking (2001-2003) have 
had notable careers as brass players.

 
E. Glenn Ritchie (1965-1970), managing director of Ritchies 
Transport (founded by Glenn’s father in Temuka in the 1930s), 
said it was “for a good cause” and “a good thing to put money into” 
when his firm’s donation of $100,000 towards the restoration of 

Temuka’s Courthouse Museum was announced in January 2022.   
Glenn’s two older brothers were also at TBHS: John M.C. 
Richie (1954-1959) and Donald M.C. Ritchie (1959-1964). 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Dr Roger D.J. Collins ONZM (1952-1956), after studying at the 
University of Canterbury and in France, was for many years a 
lecturer in French and art history at the University of Otago.  
Over the years he has presented to the University’s Hocken 
Collections a considerable number of books about France, the 
French, and French literature as they relate to New Zealand.  
His most recent gift (in 2021) is an extensive collection of more 
than 1,000 prints, some previously on indefinite loan, related 
to the French exploration of New Zealand and the Pacific, 
dating from the 1770s to the 1880s.  “When I went to France 
for the first time in the early 1960s, I was soon captivated by 
early French publications with illustrations of New Zealand.  
Some of these were in published accounts of the voyages 
of exploration, some were in illustrated newspapers or 
magazines, and I just started accumulating this stuff from print 
dealers in Paris.”  The much-expanded collection comprises 
printed pictures of New Zealand subjects made in France 
and copied from any source, whether French or foreign; 
and pictures printed in other countries by printmakers who 
adapted French images to their own local markets.  The diverse 
subjects embrace landscapes, plants and animals, portraits, 
voyages and encounters, customs and practices, costume and 
dress, and tools.  Roger credits his TBHS French teacher (N.A. 
‘Buster’ Moore, 1899-1971, TBHS pupil 1913-1915, staff 1920-
1960) with igniting his passion for France and things French, 
and his abiding interest in Franco-New Zealand contacts.  
Roger was a third-generation Old Boy: his father was Eric A. 
Collins (1909-2002, TBHS 1927-1928) and his grandfather was 
Charles F. Collins (1872-1936, TBHS 1886-1890). 
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Although at an age when he might be forgiven for taking life 
easy, Bill T. Washington (1950-1952) remains remarkably 
active in business.  He is still a hands-on director of the drilling 
company he established in 1962 – it has drilled throughout 
New Zealand as well as in Australia, Antarctica, and Papua 
New Guinea, with a client base around the South Pacific – and 
is involved in the development of a business and industrial 
park near the firm’s Washdyke headquarters.  Another passion 
(“a full-time hobby for seven years”) has been the compilation 
of a history of Makikihi (where his parents had the main local 
general goods store) and neighbouring areas which he aims to 
have published in 2022.  Although Bill had no sons to follow him 
at TBHS, his extended family has been well-represented in the 
School for the past 40 years.  Seven of his great-nephews are 
Old Boys: J. Stephen Washington (1984-1988) of Invercargill, 
Paul S. Washington (1986-1989) of Timaru, Michael D. 
Washington (1990-1994) of Slovakia, Andrew R. Washington 
(1995-1997) of Christchurch, Richard J. Washington (1996-
2000) of Weedons, S.J. (Sam) Richards (2000-2002) of Timaru, 
and Thomas G. Washington (2004-2007) of Perth.  The family 
is also represented on the current school roll by great-great-
nephews Joshua Rees (2019- ), Hayden Washington (2020- ) 
and Luke Rees (2021- ).  

Marc N. Palmer (2011-2015) won the national final of the 
New Zealand Certified Builders Association apprentice 
challenge in June 2021, competing against 18 other regional 
finalists, becoming the first South Canterbury winner in the 
competition’s 10-year history and taking home prizes worth 
more than $13,000.

Grant S.R. Eames (1964-1967), School property manager 1999-
2004) stepped down as chairman of LineTrust South Canterbury 
in September 2021 after 13 years in the role (the trust, formed 

in 1992, holds 40% of the shares in Alpine Energy Limited, the 
company which owns the electricity lines in South Canterbury 
region).  However, he is maintaining his involvement in Rotary 
and the Order of St John (in which he was made a knight in 
2010).  A Thomas House boy, Grant was prefect in his final year.   

Theo R. Davidson (2006-2010) is another outstanding Old 
Boy tradie.  At a function held in Wellington by the New 
Zealand Plumbers, Gasfitters and Drain Layers Board in 
October 2021 he was recognised with a merit award of 
excellence for achieving the highest mark in the country 
(97%) in the certifying gasfitting examination.  He has worked 
for Cunningham Plumbing Ltd in Waimate since 2011 and 
completed his plumbing apprenticeship in 2016.  Theo won 
another title in December 2021: at the South Canterbury 
Rugby Football Union’s club rugby awards he was named 2021 
Club Player of the Year for an outstanding season, leading the 
scoreboard with 174 points including 9 tries, 45 conversions, 
and 13 penalties.  He plays at halfback for Waimate. 

 
 
University of Canterbury graduate (BA in Chinese, BA(Hons) in 
political science) and career diplomat Jonathan A. Curr (1990-
1994) has been New Zealand’s 
High Commissioner to Fiji since 
February 2018.  

He had previously been 
Ambassador to Turkey since 
2014 and also non-resident 
Ambassador to Israel, Jordan, 
Georgia, and Azerbaijan.
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Owen M. Jones (1955-1959), more widely known as author 
Owen Marshall, had a new book published in June 2021: 
The Author’s Cut is his personal selection of short stories 
culled from his 13 previous collections. And in August 2021 
a full-length film based on one of his short stories had its 
New Zealand premiere (its world premiere had been at the 
Sundance Film festival in Utah in January 2021).  Coming 
Home in the Dark is a psychological horror-thriller film about 
a family taken hostage by two armed men.  It is based on an 
award-winning story by Owen published in 1995, although a 
new backstory was added and the ending was quite different 
from the story’s.  The original story has been described as “the 
most harrowing narrative in New Zealand literature” and one 
reviewer wrote that the film is “not for the faint-hearted”.

Logan K. Williams (2009-2013) (Ngāi Tahu) continues to 
come up with innovative ideas and in May 2021 was reported 
as having developed a product called Keravos, made with 
strong wool and polylactic acid from corn starch.  Pellets of 
Keravos can turned into products such as pontoons, kayaks, 
and cooler bins using injection moulding.  “Our goal is simple, 
it is to dominate the strong wool industry with hundreds of 
consumer products and displace plastics as much as possible.”

 
 
Pareora dairy, blackcurrant, and potato farmer Peter J. Collins 
(1962-1963), with help from his family, played Santa in both 
2020 and 2021, delivering a 10kg bag of potatoes to every 
household in Pareora.  Three generations of the family work 
together on Dalmore Farm: Peter, his sons Hamish P. Collins 
(1987-1990) and Brent M. Collins (1988-1991), and Hamish’s 
son Jonty H. Collins (2016-2019).

After a long career growing various crops, prominent South 
Canterbury farmer, horticulturist, and company director A.C. 
(Tony) Howey (1972-1976) now produces New Zealand’s largest 
single commercial harvest of organically grown blackcurrants, 
in partnership with his Iranian wife Afsaneh. In 2019 Tony and 
Afsaneh sold and gave up leases on 600ha of land at Pleasant 
Point, on which they grew onions, carrots, potatoes, grain, and 
seed, so they could concentrate on their organic blackcurrant 
business, ViBERi Ltd. The Howeys have 72ha of certified 
organic land on the outskirts of Pleasant Point and their ViBERi 
operation produces a range of blackcurrant products – their 
blackcurrant powder won the People’s Choice 2021 Organic 
Food Product of the Year Award in September 2021. Lincoln 
graduate Tony is a Director of Horticulture New Zealand, a past 
winner (1989) of the Lincoln University Foundation Farmer of 
the Year title, and a former Nuffield Scholar (1992). He was 
appointed chairman of Timaru’s economic and tourism agency, 
Venture Timaru, in December 2021.  Tony was raised on his 
family’s cropping farm at Waitohi (his father was Old Boy W. 
Gordon Howey, 1924-2018, TBHS 1939-1941) and has been in 
the growing business all his working life, initially in partnership 
with brother David T. Howey (TBHS 1970-1972).  They have 
two other Old Boy brothers: C.J. (Chris) Howey (1974-1977) 
and Richard G. Howey (1976-1980).  Tony has two Old Boy 
sons: Naveed G. Howey (1999-2003) and Omeed K. Howey 
(2002-2006).

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Former Canterbury pace bowler and stalwart of cricket, R. Harvey 
King (1970-1973) was named patron of South Canterbury Cricket 
in March 2021 (he had been a life member since 2010).  Harvey 
began playing cricket seriously at TBHS and was in the First XI, 
coached by former New Zealand player N. Murray Parker (staff 
1971-1979 and 1990-2013), as well as being in the First XV.  He 
was in the New Zealand under 23 cricket team and in 1978-1979 
the Canterbury senior side.  A number 8, he was also in the Junior 
All Blacks in 1979.  A car crash in 1980 ended his rugby and first 
class cricket years, but he returned to play cricket for Geraldine 
and South Canterbury, and continued with the game after shifting 
to Palmerston and Arrowtown.  Back in Timaru from 1996, he 
served on the board of South Canterbury Cricket for about ten 
years and then on the Canterbury board for eight years.  Harvey 
has three Old Boy sons: Brent H. (1996-2000), Martin R. (1999-
2003), and Michael A. (2005-2009).

Because of a Covid lockdown, the annual Waitaki match was 
postponed from 25 August but was able to take place on 22 
September 2021.  In the lead-up the game, the Waitaki Boys’ 
deputy rector and First XV manager, and TBHS Old Boy, Roger 
L. van Booma (1977-1980, staff 2010-2015) was quoted in the 
press – and probably spoke for both TBHS and WBHS – as saying 
“We’re going to play it – it’s a no-brainer.”  It is good that the 
series of annual interschool matches, played since 1884, has been 
maintained.

Most readers will already know that T.P.G. (Tom) Walsh (2005-2009) won a bronze medal in the men’s shot put at the Tokyo 
Olympics in July 2021 to go with the one he collected in Rio de Janeiro five years earlier.  At the end of 2021 he decided to part 
ways with his long-time coach Dale Stevenson.  “It was just an opportunity to try something new. I’m a big boy; I’m pretty good 
at what I do and I understand – I think – how I do it really well. So, if things don’t go well, it’s all on me now,” – although he plans 
to work with Athletics New Zealand’s assistant throws coach Hayden Hall when required.  At the time of writing, Tom was due to 
begin his 2022 season with the World Indoor Championships in Serbia in March

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Crusaders loose forward Cullen Grace (2013-2017) had 
a big week in May 2021 when he was part of the winning 
Crusaders team which beat the Chiefs 24-13 in the Super 
Rugby Aotearoa final in Christchurch and six days later was 
named Trust Aoraki South Canterbury Sportsperson of the 
Year at a function in Timaru.

William (Willie) A.C. Wright (2006-2010) was named New 
Zealand Rugby’s Heartland Championship player of the 
year in an online ceremony in December 2021.  The South 
Canterbury halfback had enjoyed an outstanding year which 
saw the side take the Meads Cup for the first time, completing 
an undefeated season.

Also honoured (without having been warned previously) was 
the guest speaker at the function, Richard (Dick) J. Tayler 
(1962-1966), best known as the 1974 Commonwealth Games 
10,000 metres gold medallist, who was named as the fifth 
Legend of South Canterbury Sport.  Richard said that the 
award was “very special” to him and would hang in a “very 
special place” in his house.  Previous Legends include 1936 
Olympic 1500m gold medallist J.E. (Jack) Lovelock (TBHS 
1924-1928) and cyclist Marc J. Ryan (TBHS 1996-2000).

Siua Maile (2014-2015) was a key player at hooker in 
the Tongan rugby team that had a four-match northern 
hemisphere tour at the end of 2021, playing Scotland, 
England, the French Barbarians, and Romania.  Siua was the 
First XV player of the season in 2015.

Craig M. Kirkwood (1988-1992), an athlete and prefect at TBHS, is a graduate in sport 
science from the University of Oklahoma and an accredited and registered Athletics 
New Zealand coach.  He has a long history of achievement in endurance running 
but since 2008 has concentrated more on triathlons.  Since 2013 he has operated a 
coaching and sports consultancy business (CK Coaching) in Tauranga and amongst 
the athletes he has coached is Hayden Wilde (not an Old Boy) who won bronze in 
the men’s triathlon at the Tokyo Olympics in 2021.  Craig says that he enjoys nothing 
more than seeing his athletes realise they can push the boundaries of what they 
thought was possible.
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The first interschool rugby game between TBHS and St 
Bede’s College, Christchurch, was played in 1921. For 
many years there were no regular or annual matches, and 
indeed there was a complete break for about 20 years, but 
in the last 15 to 20 years the two schools have played each 
other regularly in interschool round robin competitions.   
 
To mark the centenary of the first game between the two 
schools, the O’Sullivan family, originally from Taiko, presented 
a new trophy, the O’Sullivan Cup, for competition between 
the TBHS and St Bede’s First XVs.  Over four generations, 41 
O’Sullivans attended St Bede’s,and ten members of the third 
and fourth generation of O’Sullivans attended TBHS from 
1980 to 2000, and Kevin B. O’Sullivan (St Bede’s 1964-1966 
and TBHS Rector 1996-2013) was one of the prime movers in 
the creation of the new award.

In the Basketball New Zealand Awards in Wellington in 
May 2021, former Tall Blacks coach (1988-2000) – and an 
outstanding coach of TBHS teams – A. Keith R. Mair ONZM 
(staff 1976-1985) was honoured as a Basketball New Zealand 
Legend.  The Legend Award is made to any player, coach, 
technical official, contributor, or team, who in the opinion of 
the BBNZ Board has achieved ‘legend’ status in the sport of 
basketball and whose service to basketball is worthy of the 
highest honour.  There have been only six other awards of 
the title, one of them being a posthumous award in 2017 to 
Old Boy Sir C.L.S. (Lance) Cross CBE (1912-1989, TBHS 1926-
1932), a stalwart of basketball but probably better known 
as a member of the International Olympic Committee and 
Chairman of the New Zealand Olympic and Commonwealth 
Games Association for many years.

Rally driver Hayden C. Paddon (2000-2004) won the Waimate 50 in October 2021 in his electric 
rally car – a Hyundai Kona EV: “We know we’re nowhere near the capabilities of the car and the 
technology yet, and that’s what excites me the most”.  And driving a Hyundai i20 AP4 with co-
driver John Kennard, Hayden won the New Zealand Rally Championship for the fifth time in 2021.  
 
In March 2022 it was reported that Hayden and John Kennard would race in a Hyundai i20 
N Rally2 car, with a 100% New Zealand support team, in the WRC2 category of the World 
Rally Championship beginning with Rally Estonia in July, followed by Rally Finland in August.
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OBITUARIES
JOHN ROLAND ASHWELL died peacefully at Hospice South Canterbury on 24 June 2021 after a brief illness.  John, 
who had spent almost all of his 86 years in Timaru, had been a notably loyal supporter of the School and its Old Boys’ Association.

Born on 7 October 1934, John attended Waimataitai School before entering TBHS in 1948.   He was 
prominent in the pipe band throughout his four years at School, winning the junior piping cup in 1949 
and the senior pipe solo in 1951.  He was pipe major on the band in 1951.  Other School activities 
included rugby, yachting and table tennis.

Working life was spent wholly in the stock and station industry, beginning in the grain and seed 
department of Dalgetys in 1952.  John stayed with the company through a series of mergers, becoming 
company accountant when Dalgetys merged with Farmers to become Dalgety Crown.   He continued 
in that role when the firm merged with Wrightsons, eventually retiring in 1992.

John’s interest in piping continued throughout his life.  He became pipe major of the Timaru Highland 
Pipe Band in the 1960s and led them in national competition as an A grade band.  He was a talented 
solo piper and a pipe tutor.   It was appropriate that Old Boy Scott Shannon (TBHS 1988-1992) piped 
John’s casket from the funeral chapel.

John retained a keen interest in his old school, his 12 years on the Old Boys’ Association executive 
including efficient service as national treasurer.  He was also treasurer of Chalmers Presbyterian Church for many years, as well as 
serving as an elder and choir member.  In retirement, John took up lawn bowls, enjoying his games with the Ashbury Bowling Club.   
He also joined the Benvenue Probus Club, where he served a term as president.

Community activity included many hours spent at the community policing office in the Northtown Mall.   John also had long 
service as treasurer of the South Canterbury Hearing Association, where he was also elected as patron.  Other interests included 
fishing, based on a hut at Rangitata Mouth, and the maintenance of an immaculate garden.

John Ashwell is survived by his wife Wensley (née Turnbull), daughters Jenny and Linley, and five granddaughters.

EDWIN JOHN AUTY  
Few Old Boys have had their lives as totally immersed in the education world as Edwin John Auty 
(known as John), who died in Blenheim on 12 November 2021 after a brief illness, aged 75 years.     

Born on 31 May 1946, John grew up on the Timaru Girls’ High School site and spent his working life 
as a teacher and education administrator.

John’s father was the caretaker at TGHS, and the family lived in the caretaker’s house on Cain Street.  
As a pre-schooler, John had the freedom of the school premises.  He roved around classrooms 
without upsetting schoolroom routines, with teachers and students accepting him as a regular 
visitor.

John attended Timaru Main School, and then TBHS from 1960 to 1965.  He was always destined 
to be a teacher, attending university and teachers’ college in Christchurch.  He taught at Opawa, 
Tuamarina, and Pine Bush, before becoming deputy principal at Witherlea School (Blenheim), 
where he spent most of his career.   He finished his classroom career as principal of Ward School.

In 1996, John moved to Wellington to administer the Science for Schools programme at the 
Wallaceville Agricultural Research Centre.  When the Centre closed in 2000, John became director of the Teacher Fellowship 
programme for the Royal Society of New Zealand, retaining that position until 2016.

Although education dominated John’s life, he was also a keen walker, a house renovator, and a genealogist.

In May 2020, John suddenly contracted motor neurone disease, but he maintained a full and active life until six months before 
his death.   Typical of his lifelong interest in education, he donated his body to the Otago Medical School for further research into 
motor neurone disease.

John Auty is survived by his wife Anna, three sons, and nine grandchildren.

Bob 
and John’s brother Ronald W. Auty (1931-2005), was also at TBHS (1946-1947).
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JOHN BUTTON was born on 10 July 1931, the eldest child of Old Boy Horace O. Button (1907-

1987, TBHS 1921-1924) and his wife Kathleen Elizabeth Rodgers (they also had two daughters).  He 
attended TBHS from 1944 to 1949.  In his final year he was a platoon sergeant in the cadets, played 
in the First XV (“a steady man, always ready to run with determination and to tackle vigorously, but 
occasionally bustled by vigorous opposition”), was one of the most successful batsmen in the First XI 
(his “leg breaks provided variety and improved in the third term”), achieved a sports blazer award in 
boxing, and won the senior Cain Bequest Essay Prize and the Form VI B.V.A. Jones Memorial Prize in 
Living Languages.

After leaving Canterbury University College in 1953 with an honours degree in English, John attended 
teacher’s college in Christchurch and, for his first teaching post, went to complete his ‘country service’ 
for four years at Wairoa College, in northern Hawke’s Bay.  He enjoyed his time with the school and the 
small but close-knit community, predominantly Māori, and the opportunity to get involved, especially 
in his sports of rugby and cricket.  However, in 1958, he gained one of the then-scarce positions in 
France as un assistant and settled into a boarding school in Nantes, mainly to teach English but also to 
develop greater fluency in French.  After a year back at Wairoa, he moved to Invercargill for a seven-year stint at Southland Boys’ 
High as head of the French department and also as a housemaster at the school’s boarding hostel.

John returned to TBHS in 1966 (with his Citroën car) as head of English and French, and within a few years became the School’s 
first Senior Master (number three in the senior management team after the Rector and Deputy Rector).  Outside the classroom, 
he coached rugby up to the First XV and cricket up to the First XI.  He took early retirement in 1985 to embark on a new type 
of teaching, combined with travel: for five years he lived in Singapore where he taught in government schools.  The secondary 
school system was highly prescriptive and regimented, but the salaries for contracted teachers compared very favourably with New 
Zealand rates, and teachers were highly respected both within and beyond the classroom.  He began to write textbooks, mainly on 
English grammar, for the island nation’s schools – and some of the exercises have been used at TBHS.  John and his wife Margaret 
(they had married while he was based in Invercargill) used Singapore as their base for extensive travel in Asia and Europe.  They 
made life-long friends in Singapore and enjoyed the friendliness and eagerness of the mainly senior students.

Back in Timaru, John did some part-time teaching at TBHS, mainly of English, but soon concentrated on a different type of 
writing – the production of books of local and social history (he had previously contributed articles for the New Zealand 
Dictionary of Biography in the 1980s).  He wrote more than a dozen meticulously researched, comprehensive, and well-
received books (mainly published between 1992 and 2010), including histories of Southburn, Lyalldale, Studholme, 
Geraldine, the Mackenzie Rugby Club, Timaru’s St Mary’s Church, and the Caroline Bay Carnival.  He also wrote poetry, 
often with themes relating to his Asian experiences, and assisted in the Old Boy archives in the Memorial Library.  
John’s activities were limited by health constraints the last ten years of his life but he kept contact with the Geraldine-based ‘Royal 
and Ancient Pickwickian Society’ – a small, sociable group of congenial and compatible writers – and maintained strong online links 
with friends made in Singapore.  

John died in Timaru on 17 September 2021, aged 90.  His wife Margaret (a former Timaru High Schools Board member) died 
in 2018 but he is survived by their sons, Owen J. (TBHS 1976-1980), Graham J. (TBHS 1978-1981), and Roger (who attended 
Mountainview High School), grandchildren (including a fourth-generation Old Boy, Owen’s son Morgan I.H., TBHS 2010-2013), and 
great-grandchildren.

ROBIN ALEXANDER DAVISON grew up on the family farm at Lowcliffe, Mid Canterbury, 

and attended Lowecliff School before boarding at TBHS from 1964 to 1968. Born on 9 December 1950. 
The oldest son of Colin and Joyce Davison,   He was a hostel prefect, captained the hockey First XI (he 
later represented Mid Canterbury and Lincoln College at hockey before golf became a passion), and 
took part in operatic productions.  Rob’s brother Terence (Terry) N. Davison was also at Thomas House 
(1967-1969).

After leaving school, Rob worked on various farms and spent a year at Lincoln College, but for health 
reasons he left farming life and sold insurance for T&G and South British (later NZI).

In 1975, Rob joined the Ashburton New Life Church and soon became part of the church’s leadership 
team.  In 1985, he and his wife Jenny were sent to Methven to start a new church but in 1987 moved to 
Ashburton to lead the church there and also to run a large family home owned by the church.  He also 
served in other community roles, spending more than 20 years on the Ashburton Safer Community 
Council, working with the Crossroads Youth Centre in the 1980s, and more recently chairing the Ashburton Newcomers’ Network 
Committee.  For many years he led the Ashburton Christian Ministers’ Association.

For 12 years, Rob and Jenny spent several weeks each year teaching at the Northern Christian Training Centre in Lambasa, Fiji, 
and his ministry also took him to Tonga, Albania, China, and Ireland. After 22 years as senior pastor, Rob left the Ashburton New 
Life Church for a mentoring role with South Island churches.  Then in 2013 he was invited to be interim minister at the Ashburton 
Baptist Church and ended up serving there for six years before retiring at the end of 2019. Rob Davison, who died in Ashburton on 
4 April 2021, aged 70, survived by his wife Jenny, is remembered as a loving, compassionate, and generous man.

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DOUGLAS EDWARD DRAKE   
Old Boys’ Association life member, born on 13 January 1927, died in Timaru Hospital on 28 
April 2021, aged 94. The former chief reporter at The Timaru Herald is remembered as a 
family man who cared about his community and his old school and had a great knowledge 
and love of aviation.

A child of the Depression, he attended TBHS in 1940 and 1941 (his brother Melville (Mel) J. 
Drake, 1923-2009, had been at the School in 1937).  Although his time as a pupil was short, he 
maintained a deep loyalty to the School throughout his life.  When his children were at TBHS 
and TGHS in the 1970s he was elected to the Board of Governors which oversaw both schools; 
he was a member for 10 years, the last six as deputy chairman.  He served on the Old Boys’ 
Executive for about 25 years, edited the Old Boys’ section of The Timaruvian for some years, 
and was a regular volunteer with archival tasks at the Memorial Library, where his precision, 
accuracy, and skill at identifying people in photographs were invaluable.

Doug first worked for The Timaru Herald as a proofreader for three years beginning in 1947.  
With his ‘’wonderful command of English’’ it was a natural progression for him to then move to 
reporting.  His talent for writing led to his selection for a Commonwealth Press Union journalism 

exchange in England where he worked for The Times newspaper on Fleet Street in London for a year.  Returning to Timaru, he 
stayed with The Timaru Herald for the next 32 years, becoming deputy chief reporter, then chief reporter, before retiring in 1987.   
A former editor said that “Doug was a staunch believer in the power of the press, of its role in a properly functioning democracy, 
satisfying the public right to know what was happening around them.  And with the wide network of friends and associates that 
he developed, he always appeared to know exactly what was going on.”

Doug had a longstanding interest in aviation. He learnt to fly in a Tiger Moth at Saltwater Creek in 1947 and went on to hold a 
private pilot’s licence.  He was a life member and patron of the South Canterbury Aero Club, and a foundation member of the 
South Canterbury Aviation Heritage Centre where he was the history advisor for 20 years.

Doug’s other life memberships, reflecting his community involvement, were of the Alpine Energy Brass Band, Timaru Bowling 
Club, and the Aorangi Friendship Club.

Doug is survived by his wife Mavis, their Old Boy sons Paul D. (1972-1976) and Russell P. (1975-1979), TGHS Old Girl daughters 
Kathryn and Robyn, and six grandchildren.

KEITH (Chalky) WILLIAM EDWARDS 
  
Keith Edwards died at Maniototo Hospital on 15 October 2021, aged 64 (he was born on 2 
September 1957). Keith was on the TBHS staff 1984-1994 and 1996-2008.  The first impression 
Keith made was as an energetic and experienced furniture maker who had become a very 
committed and able technical teacher. He made a considerable impression on all of his 
colleagues in the technical department. He brought a vigour and enthusiasm that inspired 
the boys and he related well to them all. As well as working in the woodwork shop, he taught 
technical drawing and in both showed creativity in how he presented his lessons. He worked 
alongside Wyvern Ashby (staff 1979-2008). 

His skills were in demand, and he undertook many commissions for furniture from colleagues 
and the South Canterbury community. Keith was often to be found on weekends in the workshop 
making something for someone. When Ian Sawers retired as Rector in 1994, he was presented 
with a davenport desk that Keith had made specially for him.

Keith also was a keen gardener and took on the position of the teacher of horticulture at the 
School. He worked hard at developing the horticulture plot so that students could practice their gardening skills at the same time 
as developing a team ethos in working together towards a common goal.

Thomas House was another challenge that Keith took on, first as an assistant housemaster and then as senior housemaster. He was 
an effective leader looking after the welfare of the boarders. He organised many activities for the boys and was greatly appreciated 
by staff and boarders alike.

Keith’s sporting interests were indicative of his zest for life and he coached soccer teams, organised rowing teams and was 
instrumental in the creation of the outdoor education John Scott Lodge on the Godley Peaks Station at Tekapo. With John Gordon, 
George Russell, and other staff members a disused woolshed became a wonderful resource for students to experience the high 
country without the distractions of town life. Many Old Boys will remember the week they spent at the Lodge with Keith. Many 
developed construction skills as the woolshed was dismantled internally and refitted. Keith committed many hours to establishing 
and improving the Lodge and the activities that were experienced there.

On a personal level Keith took on the role as a soccer referee completing referee training qualifications and playing an active part 
in soccer in South Canterbury. He had some wider experience in provincial tournaments.

JOHN GARDNER was at TBHS in 1969 and 1970. He left school with University Entrance 

and worked as a telecommunications technician. Born on 30 May 1952, and known by his middle 
name since beginning primary school in Fairlie, 

His concerns for justice and fairness for workers led him to become a union representative and, 
from 1997, a union organiser for the E tū union, which represents workers in engineering trades, 
linespeople, electrical workers, postal workers and people working in printing, journalism, and 
food production.

John died unexpectedly on 1 May 2021, aged 68.  His funeral in the Southern Trust Events Centre 
was attended by more than 700 people, who recalled a kind, non-judgmental man, with a generous 
heart and zest for life, who genuinely cared about workers’ rights.

John is survived by his wife Heather (they married in 1992), three children and six grandchildren.

IAN THOMAS ALLAN GOODMAN 
  
 nicknamed Benny after the American jazz clarinettist and bandleader – was born on 3 January 1934 
and attended TBHS from 1947 to 1950.

Ian spent most of his working life in the New Zealand Army, being commissioned into the Regular Force in 
1957.  He was posted to the 1st New Zealand Infantry Regiment (1RNZIR), and served as quartermaster in 
Malaya until the end of 1959.  He was seconded to command the Tonga Defence Force in 1964.  He returned 
to New Zealand in 1967 and was director of army recruiting at the Ministry of Defence in Wellington 
from 1970, with particular involvement in the recruiting campaign for the Territorial Force after the 
abolition of compulsory military training in 1972.  He was based in Singapore with his family from 1974 
to 1976 as a company commander with the 1RNZIR, then was stationed at Burnham with the 2/1RNZIR 
before taking up appointment in 1977 as joint services public relations officer, based in Christchurch, 
with responsibility for coordinating public relations for all three armed services in the South Island.  
After leaving the Army in 1983, Ian joined the New Zealand Tourist and Publicity Department, as 
Regional Liaison Officer, helping to establish tourism organisations promoting Canterbury (including 
South and North) and the Mackenzie area. Before his retirement in 1993, Ian had another career 

change and worked on marketing and fundraising initiatives with the Anglican Social Services as their development officer.

A keen golfer, Ian was a member of Russley Golf Club from the 1970s to the 1990s.  He also set up the annual Timaru Old Boys’ golf 
tournament in the mid ’90s – it was later extended to include Waitaki Old Boys. He was the golf convenor from the ’70s until the 
mid ’90s.  As he reached his 80s, he took up bowls, playing at the Burnside Club.  

Ian was a talented musician.  He played in the TBHS brass band – he excelled as a euphonium player, winning the Fraser Cup (for 
B grade brass solo) in his final year – and went on to play in many other bands over the years, including the regimental band while 
in Malaya (he played euphonium, bass, and drums, and also led the dance band, playing saxophone and clarinet) and the New 
Zealand Army Band.

Ian died peacefully in Christchurch on 9 January 2022, aged 88. His wife Monica (née Coffey) had died in 2019 but he is survived 
by their children, Tony, Sally-Anne, and Lisa.

On leaving TBHS, Keith and his wife Sheryl went to the UK for a time and found employment working as gardener/handyman and 
housekeeper for a wealthy businessman. On their return they moved to Central Otago, buying a house in Naseby and a hardware 
business in Ranfurly. In the Central Otago community Keith was just as active and involved as he had been in earlier years in 
different locations. He had battled with cancer for a time but that did not diminish his enthusiasm for living life to the full.

Keith is survived by Sheryl, daughter Julia, Old Boy sons Justin (1996-2000) and Cameron (2005-2007), and three grandchildren.

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IAN KENNETH HAMPTON 

Born in Te Kopuru on 21 February 1939, Ian was seven years old when he moved with his family to Timaru where they stayed a few 
summer months at Timaru Camping Ground until his parents bought a farm. 

Throughout his life Ian reflected on his time (1952-1956) at Timaru Boys’ fondly, while admitting that he was not always good at 
following the rules and did not really stretch himself to his potential.  However, 
the Rector (M.A. Bull) saw some talent there and suggested to his parents that 
university would be a good option.  

After gaining his BSc at the University of Otago, Ian moved to Christchurch 
for his first teaching job at Cashmere High School.  He then joined the Army 
Education Corp in Waiouru, teaching cadets.  The opportunity arose to travel 
to Malaysia, so he moved, with his first wife and young family, to Terendak 
Army Base in Melaka, to teach cadets at Slim School.

On returning to New Zealand, the family settled in Auckland.  After completing 
a BCom degree at the University of Auckland, Ian left the army to work as 
factory manager at Cavalier Carpets.  Once he had cut his teeth on the business, 
he started up Hampton Rugs, designing and making rugs in his factory in Wiri.  
Later, Ian returned to teaching and taught economics at Manukau Institute of 
Technology. Students recalled his passion for economics and statistics, and a lively teaching style that inspired them.

After retiring, Ian and his wife, Lorna (pictured), bought a boat and spent nine European summers travelling around canals in 
France, Belgium, and Holland.  He was able to recall his schoolboy French, remarking that he never realised how useful those 
lessons would be at the time.  Off-season, Ian taught part-time at Auckland University of Technology to support the venture. Ian 
was a regular bridge player and a member of three clubs, winning prizes on many occasions.

Ian had four sisters (two deceased) and many nieces and nephews who fondly remember how he supported them when they 
needed advice or guidance.  Ian passed away at Middlemore Hospital on 2 September 2021 at the age of 82, leaving his wife Lorna, 
daughter Joanne, son Michael, and grandchildren Elliot and Stirling.

THOMAS HOWE HURST 

Tom Hurst died peacefully at his home in Makikihi, near Waimate, on 30 January 2022, aged 83 years. 
Born on 16 January 1939, Tom was the second of five children, raised on a farm in Waihaorunga. Like his 
father, John Allan Hurst (TBHS 1918-1923), and his brothers, Peter (1956-1960) and Sidney (1958-1961), 
Tom attended Timaru BHS and Thomas House (1952-1956).  Tom made several lifelong friends at TBHS 
and was a member of the rugby First XV in 1955 and 1956. The 1955 team was notable as they won all 
their interschool matches, the first team to have done so until the 1995 team. Tom closely followed the 
First XV team over the years with enthusiasm and regularly met up at games with fellow 1955 team 
members.

After leaving School in 1956, Tom returned home to the family farm at Waihaorunga. He continued 
playing rugby, having five years with the Waimate seniors and winning the Skinner Cup in 1960. Jock 
Fowler and Arthur Rollinson from the 1955 team were there, along with other Old Boys Peter Meyer, 
Grant Richardson, and Les Fowler.

In 1963, Tom married Ailsa Bell (ex-TGHS) and purchased the farm at Makikihi, where they farmed 
ever since. It was a successful family farming operation that grew over the years, adopting many innovations. Son Colin (TBHS 
1978-1981) and grandson Nick (TBHS 2006-2010) are currently active in the farming operation. Tom’s off-farm activities included 
nine years serving on the Waimate County Council, including six years as chairman. In 1986 the chairmen of all four Mid-South 
Canterbury county councils were TBHS Old Boys: Roger Tasker (Ashburton; TBHS 1956-1958), Bruce Scott (Mackenzie; TBHS 1948-
1952) and Archie Houstoun (Strathallan; TBHS 1936-1939) and Tom. From 1988 to 2003, Tom served as a director of the Combined 
Rural Traders in South Canterbury, including a stint as deputy chairman. He was also active in national politics, being a member of 
the National Party from 1970, and serving in many roles for the party over the years. 

Tom enjoyed playing golf and was a member of the St Andrews Golf Club for its entire existence from the early 1970s through to 
2018, including a stint as club president from 2012 to 2016. 

Tom was active in other areas in the community, serving as a Justice of the Peace for 25 years, being in leadership roles with 
the Waimate Hospital Committee, the Jaycees and Lions organisations, and also serving on the Parish Council for the Waimate 
Cooperating Parish (Anglican-Presbyterian). 

Tom is survived by his wife Ailsa, Old Boy sons Colin and Maurice (TBHS 1980-84, now living in Minnesota), daughter Carolyn, and 
nine grandchildren, including Old Boys Nick and Matt (2009-2013).

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ROBERT ARTHUR JONES 
TBHS, through its Rectory and its agriculture courses, its Rectors, and the Sunday evening church services 
in the Memorial Library, has had a big impact on farming and the life of rural communities from Southland 
to Mid-Canterbury. Robert Jones (TBHS 1949-1951) epitomised this. He lived all of his life in Carew in Mid-
Canterbury, but spent three years absorbing all that TBHS had to offer.

Born on 14 July 1936, Robert was brought up on the Jones family farm at Carew. Robert and his brother 
Mervyn (1938-2006, TBHS 1951-1953) shared in the milking each morning before they walked three miles 
to the Carew School. Robert came to TBHS in 1949, spent three years in Thomas House, and gained School 
Certificate.  His brothers Lindsay and Ian were also at TBHS (1958-1960 and 1961-1964 respectively).

 Robert came home to farm with his father (Harold A. Jones, 1906-1979, TBHS 1920-1921). Before too 
long Robert and Heather Cairns from Temuka were married in Timaru and began married life in a hut in 
the yard until their new house on the family farm was finished. A family partnership was formed with 
Robert’s father and brothers and they bought more neighbouring land in Carew.  Together, Robert and Heather made substantial 
contributions to community, church, and farming. They had three daughters and two sons, followed by nine grandchildren, and 
(still counting) three great-grandchildren. 

The farm embraced sheep and cropping. Robert had a flair for problem solving and innovation, and an enthusiasm for machinery: 
old and new; large machinery; grain drying machinery; irrigation machinery; state-of-the-art machinery; and patched-up-with-
number-8-wire machinery. Lanz Bulldog tractors were a lifelong passion, with Trade Me opening up a whole world of new 
opportunity, to the consternation of his sons.

Robert, along with Heather, was deeply involved in the Presbyterian Church. Robert’s home base was the Carew Church, and 
extended into the Plains Presbyterian Parish, the regional Presbytery, and the national General Assembly. He loved telling stories, 
not just to the children, and his ministry extended into lay preaching. He served a term as Presbytery Moderator. He took a rural 
voice into the Hospital Chaplaincy committee in the Canterbury region.

Robert was active in a diversity of community groups, usually supporting but sometimes leading: Federated Farmers; rifle club; hall 
committee; tennis club; and even the drama club. He was foundation member of the Staveley Campsite Committee.

At every point of Robert Jones’s life, he lived out his Christian faith: “A good life, well lived” and those three years in Thomas House 
had a hand in this.  Robert died peacefully at Ashburton Hospital on 26 September 2021, aged 85.

PETER JAMES LILLICO was born in Wellington on 19 April 1939.  After attending Ngaio School, 
he boarded at TBHS from 1954 to 1958.  Peter was third generation at TBHS, following in the footsteps 
of his father (James B. Lillico, 1905-1984, entered TBHS 1919), grandfather (Walter C. Lillico, 1881-1962, 
entered TBHS 1895), various relations, and a great-uncle (James W. Lillico, 1909-1942, Prep School 1918-
1924, senior School 1925-1928) who is remembered in the Memorial Library’s 1939-1945 roll of honour.

Timaru was the original settling city for the Lillico family; James H. Lillico immigrated to New Zealand 
from Scotland in the late 1800s, and with several other businessmen purchased the Timaru Woollen 
Mills (circa 1890s) and revived and ran it prosperously through to the eventual sale to Auckland company 
Macky, Logan, Caldwell Limited in 1920.  The family remained in Timaru which meant that Peter had 
grandparents, uncles, aunts, and cousins to call on during his time boarding in Timaru.

Peter’s interests at TBHS included the harriers and brass band.  It is also where he gained a lifelong 
interest in skiing and tramping/mountaineering and all things outdoors.  He often talked of the open 
air dormitories, which were presumably a bit cooler in the winter months, but he always spoke positively of the experience.  
Upon leaving TBHS, Peter’s working career commenced with W&R Fletcher Limited – Meat Processors, joining their head office in 
Wellington, stores and purchasing division, and then managing a sales team.  This was followed by a transfer to Auckland to join 
the Westfield Freezing Company.  In 1972, Peter joined Trigon Plastics in Wellington as a sales representative for the lower North 
Island, selling plastic packaging to a wide range of industrial users, including the meat industry.  His career remained in plastic 
packaging joining Chequer Systems in 1983, and finally Dynathene Plastics through to his retirement.  His career in the plastics 
industry was one of great innovation and change and saw the pioneering of products such as the tape-sealed courier pouch, 
oven roasting bag, and shopping checkout plastic grocery bag system.

Peter’s  interests  included  tramping, skiing, sailing, and travel.  He was a veteran member of the Wellington Tramping and 
Mountaineering Club (WTMC), an avid skier, and, until recently, the oldest current sailing racing member of the Paremata Boating 
Club (of which he was vice-patron).  He was also a sailing instructor and member of the New Zealand Yachting Association (NZYA). 
Another interest was travel and Peter and his wife Beverley travelled extensively overseas over the last few decades.  Peter was a 
member of the Wellington Masonic Lodge (60 years), and Plimmerton Rotary Club where he received a Paul Harris award in 2005 
for services to the community.   
Peter died in Wellington on 26 October 2021, survived by his wife Beverley, their three sons (Gregory, Simon, and Hamish), and 
six grandchildren.

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ROBIN GEORGE McFARLANE 

Born in Temuka on 27 April 1949, Rob McFarlane grew up on his parents’ farm.  After Clandeboye 
School he boarded at TBHS from 1962 to 1966, as did his elder brother Don (TBHS 1958-1960) and 
Chris (TBHS 1968-1972).  Rob did well scholastically and at tennis, although he was apparently warned 
more than once that his prefect’s badge was hanging by a thread.

Rob was one of only 30 Bachelor of Veterinary Science graduates from Massey University and his first 
veterinary placement was in Ashburton.  He went overseas in 1973, passing his English professional 
examinations on arriving in London and working in England and Wales for two years before travelling in 
the Middle East and Africa with schoolmate Don McCully and working as a university lecturer on large 
animal surgery in Kenya.

Back in New Zealand in 1977, he joined a veterinary practice in Little River, Banks Peninsula, but travelled 
to the US in 1982 to commence PhD study in virology at the University of Missouri in Columbia, Missouri.  
After completing his award-winning thesis, and returning to New Zealand to marry Robyn Studholme, 
he spent two more years in America developing a diagnostic test for foot and mouth disease.

Rob was appointed in December 1987 to set up the New Zealand Equine Blood Typing Laboratory at Lincoln College (now Lincoln 
University).  He subsequently held positions as Group Leader, Cell Biology, and Senior Research Officer in Molecular Biosciences. 
He completed 30 years of service in 2018.

Rob was proud of having both paternal Scottish ancestry and maternal Irish and Māori (Ngai Tahu and Te Ati Awa/Ngati Rarua) 
heritage and his embrace of Māori core values became increasingly evident over the last few years of his life.  He and Robyn also 
shared a deep Christian faith.

Rob, who was diagnosed with aggressive prostate cancer in 2010, died at home at Little River on 5 November 2021, aged 72.  He is 
survived by his wife Robyn, his sons Turi and Jade, their wives, six grandchildren, and his brothers Don and Chris (also a vet).

Rob is remembered as a genial colleague and friend, open-minded, accepting, welcoming, and relaxed, compassionate, courageous, 
a lover of travel and adventure, with unquenchable curiosity and zest for life.

ROSS ALISTAIR MACKAY
Ross Mackay, born on 13 October 1951, son of V.W. (Vic) Mackay (1921-1991, TBHS 1934) and 
younger brother of Ian A. Mackay (TBHS 1962-1966), died in Wellington on 17 January 2021, 
aged 70, after a year-long battle with cancer.  Several Old Boys attended his funeral at which 
both Ross’s brother Ian and Malcolm B. Menzies (1966-1970) presented tributes. 

Dux of Waimataitai School, Ross was an all-rounder at TBHS (1965-1969).  He played in the 
pipe band and in his final year he was in the cricket First XI (“An unorthodox batsman, he 
played enough good innings to suggest he could have scored more consistently throughout 
the season. In the field he was always safe.”) and the soccer First XI (“At his best he set up 
many attacks and had a welcome ability to score surprise goals.”) and was president of the 
debating society, a prefect (head of Howell House), dux (capped with a University Entrance 
Scholarship), and a member of an after-school band.  

He went on to complete BSc and MA degrees at the University of Canterbury.  Ross began his 
public service career in the research section of the Department of Social Welfare (later the 
Ministry of Social Development) in November 1976 – a career that spanned over 42 years 

until his retirement in December 2018.  The research that he undertook or of which he had oversight was critical to the design of 
social policy over that period and will continue to be relied upon by policymakers and others in the years ahead.  Ross described 
his own speciality as “building a deep understanding of the research literature in a range of areas of importance to the Ministry’s 
work” and said, “I am proud to have been a consistent voice for the use of evidence to support our work, which I believe is the best 
way to assure more positive outcomes for the children, families and communities that we serve.”

Ross is survived by his former wife, Jacqui, and their two daughters, Emily and Isobel (Izzie).

Classmate John Mealings recalls that “despite his amazing intellect, Ross was never boastful, arrogant, or condescending. He was 
always a very humble and thoughtful person, modest to the extreme and he placed a very high value on friendships.”

ROBERT FLAXLEY MULLIGAN 
The School’s oldest Old Boy, Robert (Bob) Mulligan, died peacefully in Whangarei on 27 January 
2021, 13 days before his 105th birthday.

Born on 9 February 1917, Bob came with his brother W. Felix G. Mulligan (1915-2003, TBHS 1930-
1932) to the Rectory (while William Thomas was still Rector and before the Rectory was renamed 
Thomas House).  After TBHS (1930-1933), he worked on the family farm near Ashburton before 
going to university, initially studying agriculture before switching to medicine at the University of 
Otago (his last year of training was in Auckland in 1941). His first postings were as a house surgeon 
in Waikato and Rotorua, then from 1944 to 1946 he was a medical officer with the RNZAF in Fiji, 
which is where he met his Jean Guthrie, a nurse who became his wife.  

In 1947, Bob went to Northern Wairoa Hospital at Te Kopuru, near Dargaville, before travelling 
to the UK, where he studied to become a Fellow of the Royal College of Surgeons (FRCS). He 
returned to New Zealand in 1950 to take up an appointment with the newly-formed Northland 
Hospital Board as assistant superintendent and full-time surgeon.

Bob retired from Whangarei Hospital in 1979 but continued to lead a full life, gardening, golfing, 
yachting, making furniture, helping Rotary, Probus, and U3A, and looking after a family property at Whangaroa.

Bob is survived by a daughter and two sons, 10 grandchildren, and 13 great grandchildren; his best-known grandson is television 
and radio personality Jesse Mulligan. Bob’s wife Jean died in 2009, aged 90, and they tragically lost a son in 1970 in a road accident.

A former colleague recalls that “Bob was the perfect gentleman.  He was so nice to everybody. He was quiet, amusing and always 
had a smile on his face. He was a very soft, gentle man. He was always on time, always relaxed, always appeared interested in what 
was going on.”

KEVIN WILLIAM PETERSON
Kevin Peterson was born on 17 April 1927 and grew up in a cob house located on a 
small farm on Wai-iti Road, Timaru, with his younger brother John (1932-2017, TBHS 
1945-1947) and sisters Zona and Averille.  Money was tight, but his mother Margaret 
was ambitious for her children and had a major influence on Kevin’s life: when his 
reticence failed to impress the interviewing panel at Teachers’ College, she rode her 
bicycle into Timaru, met with the head of the interviewing panel, and insisted that 
they grant her son a place – which they duly did.  Kevin had been a capable scholar, 
having been dux of Waimataitai School and taken first year university papers in his 
last year at TBHS (where he was a pupil from 1940 to 1944). 

Kevin’s first job as a qualified teacher was at Hihitahi, midway between Waiouru and 
Taihape, in a one-room sole-charge school with 43 pupils from infants to Standard 6 
(years 1-8).  The school did not have electricity, or a phone, or modern toilets, but    
Kevin survived for six long months.

His career included four rewarding years in Samoa and time in Gisborne and 
Matamata, where he met Dawn West, his wife-to-be, a fellow teacher. In 1960 he was appointed headmaster of the five-teacher 
school at Te Poi, in the Waikato.  

After some years in Hikurangi, Northland, the Petersons settled permanently in 1967 in Howick: Kevin served as headmaster of 
nearby Cockle Bay School from 1968 until he retired in 1984 (except for a year in 1972-1973 spent as a Fulbright teacher in Seattle, 
USA).  Dawn also taught at Cockle Bay and a building at the school is called the Peterson Block in Kevin and Dawn’s honour.  In 
retirement, Kevin taught remedial mathematics at St Kentigern’s College for two or three days a week for a further 17 years.

Family and travel – often combined – and gardening were abiding interests. 

Kevin Peterson died on 30 April 2021, aged 94, survived by his sons David and Andrew, their wives, and five grandchildren; Dawn 
had died the previous year, after 59 years of marriage.

MRS ROBIN FRANCES PROWSE 
A loyal servant of the School, Mrs Robin Frances Prowse, died suddenly in Timaru Hospital on 30 December 2021, aged 77 years.  
As the wife of long-serving teacher Gordon J.F. Prowse (1972-2006), and as a staff member in her own right, Robin had a 50-year 
association with the School. Robin Skelton was born in England on 12 November 1944, the daughter of a New Zealand nursing 
sister and an English soldier who had married while serving in the Middle East. Robin came frighteningly close to the war,   with her  
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cot showered with broken glass when a bomb hit a neighbouring house.

The family moved to New Zealand, settling in Wainuiomata, where Robin attended school.   She 
gained a BA in English language and literature from Victoria University, where she met Gordon 
Prowse.  Following Teachers’ College and marriage in 1967, Robin and Gordon taught and 
travelled in the UK and travelled in Europe.

Gordon Prowse joined the TBHS staff in 1972.  For some years, the family lived in the housemaster’s 
residence in Oxford Street and Robin had an early introduction to the school environment.  Later 
she became involved in community activities, notably the Free Kindergarten Association and the 
Highfield Home and School Association.

The student exchange organisation, American Field Service (AFS), was where Robin made a special 
contribution.  She and Gordon were the lifeblood of the Timaru Chapter for decades.  Robin was 
treasurer for 40 years, and also served for significant periods as secretary, selection co-ordinator 
and newsletter editor.   She was honoured with national lifetime membership of AFS in 2019.

Robin’s official connection with the School began in 1985, when she became secretary of the 
Timaru High School Board, which at that stage governed both TBHS and TGHS.   Robin was based at TBHS and became an integral 
part of the school community.   With the separation of governorship in 1989, she initially filled dual secretary roles.  She eventually 
moved into the TBHS office and played a major administrative role within the School and Thomas House, as well as the board 
secretaryship.   She retired in 2010 after 26 years of dedicated and efficient service. 

Travelling often with AFS, on holidays, and to visit family around the world, Robin maintained an international perspective.  She was 
an enthusiastic knitter, a meticulous keeper of family records and history, and notably proud of her English heritage.

Robin Prowse is survived by her husband Gordon, daughters Deborah in Norway and Gillian in USA, Old Boy son Martin (1990-
1994) in Wellington, and seven grandchildren.

DAVID WARWICK SLADE
David Slade, a staunch South Cantabrian and well-known real estate agent, died in Timaru on 26 
August 2021, aged 80 years. Born in Timaru on 6 April 1941 and educated at Waimataitai School and 
Timaru Boys’ High School (1955-1959; he was a prefect and a member of the First XV), David began 
his working career with Dalgety’s Stock & Station Agency in Timaru and then in the Waimate district. 

Aged 20, he took up the opportunity of year-long Rotary exchange to the University of Wyoming, 
Laramie, USA, where he studied livestock management, and also gained an auctioneering diploma 
from Mason City, Iowa. On his return to Timaru in 1963 he joined his father, Reg Slade (1905-1981, 
TBHS 1921-1924), in the Slades’ real estate business. At this point he was a member of Jaycees and 
a coach for the Old Boys’ Rugby Football Club.

His Rotary sponsored year in the USA opened another opportunity in 1968 when he, with his young 
family, spent three years working for American Salesmasters, a company which trained salespeople 
to be more professional and to lift the calibre of their business. This led to establishing the business 
in Sydney also. In 1972, the pull to return home was strong. The family returned to Timaru and 
the real estate business, full of energy and new ideas. He joined The Professionals, a group of 
individually-owned real estate companies which joined for marketing, sales training and general 
support, and established five offices in South Canterbury. David remained in real estate until his 

retirement in 2005, aged 64. He was a member of the Real Estate Institute of New Zealand and was awarded the honour of being 
made a Fellow of the Institute. 

His positivity and energy also overflowed into community endeavours, including Toastmasters International and the Timaru North 
Rotary Club (which he joined in 1972; he remained a member and, later, an honorary member, until his death). He served on the 
Waimataitai School Committee, as had his father and grandfather before him, and served one term on the Timaru District Council 
(1980-1983). He was a member of the combined Board of Governors for TBHS and TGHS for ten years, and was chairman for five 
years, until 1989. His support of those three schools was also evident in the time he gave to help on reunion committees for TBHS, 
TGHS, and Waimataitai. The family supported Rotary-sponsored Vietnamese boat refugees (a brother and sister), two Rotary 
exchange students, two AFS exchange students, and a Chinese student at TGHS. 

David was a very sociable and positive ‘people person’, and his cup was always overflowing!. He also liked to search out inspirational 
messages and would often have uplifting or salient reminders taped to his desk or his mirror.  He found balance between working 
and relaxing, and for him, Tekapo and the outdoors provided a welcome escape from the pressures of life. He enjoyed nothing 
better than walking up the Maryburn, or Coal Creek, with his dry fly rod.

David is survived by his wife Joy (née Lochhead), Old Boy sons Mark D. (1980-1983) and Carl M. (1983-1987), and seven grandchildren.

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OWEN DAVID SMITH 
Former head of the TBHS mathematics department Owen David Smith died in a Timaru rest home on 
24 July 2021, aged 92 years.   Owen had retained a keen interest in the School and its Old Boys, and 
was a regular attender at class and branch reunions.

Born and educated in Dunedin, Owen Smith was dux of Otago Boys’ High School in 1945 and 1946.  He 
went on to complete an MSc with Honours at the University of Otago, and then a teaching diploma at 
Dunedin Teachers’ College.

Owen worked for two years as a physicist at Dunedin Hospital before taking up his first teaching 
appointment at Waitaki Boys’ High School (where he was also a housemaster) in 1954.  He moved to 
Gore High School in 1959 and came to TBHS as head of the mathematics department in 1962.  He was 
the school timetabler, managed the stationery room, and coached a soccer team.  He also spent many 
years as a marker of School Certificate mathematics.  Owen was closely involved with the introduction 
of the so-called “New Maths” in the 1960s and 1970s.

In 1974 Owen moved to Christchurch as a member of the secondary school inspectorate, retiring in 1988.  He was always welcomed 
as a “familiar face” when the inspectorial team visited TBHS.

In retirement Owen and his late wife Anna (who died in 2000) travelled extensively in the UK and Europe.  When his Christchurch 
house was red-zoned after the earthquake, Owen moved back to Timaru, living in Morgans Road prior to moving into Elloughton 
Gardens in December 2020.

Throughout his life, Owen was an avid reader and book collector.  He donated most of his 3500 non-fiction volumes to the School’s 
Memorial Library.

Owen Smith is survived by his three Old Boy sons Owen C. (1965-1968), Richard G. (1967-1971). and Alistair M (1971-73), eight 
grandchildren, and 12 great-grandchildren.

JAMES ROBERT STEWART
James Robert (Jim) Stewart died at McKenzie Lifecare in Geraldine on 29 June 2021, aged 88 years.    
A lifetime spent farming at Albury saw Jim remembered as one of the district’s most colourful 
characters, contributing fully to the life of the community.  It was fitting that Jim’s casket left his 
funeral service at Geraldine’s St Mary’s Church on a tractor-drawn farm trailer.

Born on 14 April 1933 (his father was Old Boy Donald S. Stewart, 1905-1994, TBHS 1920-1921), Jim 
Stewart attended Albury School prior to coming to Thomas House from 1948 to 1951.  He is noted 
for his involvement in hockey and in the pipe band.   He retained a strong interest in the School, 
including membership of the pipe band at the 1980 centennial celebrations.   Jim also served on 
the organising committee of the hostel’s 75th jubilee in 1983 and was a regular supporter of Old 
Boy functions.

Farming was Jim’s life, and he is remembered for many aspects of it: 17 years of contract baling 
around the district; breeding black and coloured sheep; dog trials, ploughing matches, and rifle 
shooting.  Following a reluctant retirement to Geraldine, he maintained regular visits to the 

Ardgowan property to “keep an eye on things”.

Jim Stewart was totally involved in the community life of Albury and the surrounding district. He was chairman of the Albury School 
Committee, and spent 10 years on the Fairlie High School Board.   For 35 years (20 as secretary) he served on the management 
committee of the local rural water scheme.  Committee service was always backed up in working bees and practical assistance to 
neighbours.

The Fairlie Lions Club, which Jim joined in 1980, was an area of special service.   He took his turn in all club offices, his commitment 
being recognised by the award of life membership and also a Melvin Jones Fellowship, the highest recognition of Lions International. 
Dedicated service to the Mackenzie Masonic Lodge was another particular interest.  Jim served as lodge secretary for eight years 
until declining health forced his retirement in 2019.

Busy farming and community life left limited time for recreation, but an interest in vintage tractors led to involvement with the 
heritage museums in both Fairlie and Geraldine.   Snow skiing was a passion, Jim and his family having been foundation members 
of the Mount Dobson ski field when it opened in 1979.

Jim’s wife Margaret died in March 2019.   He is survived by sons Donald and Eoin.

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JACQUES WILLIAM TAIT  
Known as Jack, was born in Kaiapoi on 8 July 1928 to Edna 

Alice (née Bunting) and John 
(Jack) Alfrey Tait.  He was a day 
boy at TBHS from 1942 to 1946 
and played for both the rugby 
First XV and the cricket First 
XI in 1945 and 1946.  He also 
took part in harriers, tennis, 
and boxing – he went on to play 
rugby for Canterbury University 
College and remained active 
in social sport for most of his 
life.  He was head prefect in his 
final year and was awarded a 
McKenzie Scholarship.  Jack’s 
brother Keith (now living in 
Sydney) was also at TBHS 
(1945-1949).

One of Jack’s enduring memories of playing in the First XV in 
1945 was of losing their spectators during their 6-0 victory over 
Southland Boys’ High at Fraser Park.  Timaru’s sirens sounded 
to announce VJ Day: “The crowd all went into town … and the 
players were just about the only ones left at the park when the 
whistle went for fulltime.”

After leaving school, Jack completed BSc and BCA degrees 
and accounting qualifications and had a successful career 
in business until well into his 80s. He was a director of 

several companies, mainly concerned with engineering and 
petroleum, and was involved with marketing and operational 
matters for Mobil Oil for over 30 years.

Jack was a Rotarian for almost 50 years, first joining in 
Wellington, where he was a director and president for a time 
of the Rotary Club of Tawa.  After moving to Auckland in the 
1980s he joined the Rotary Club of Pakuranga, serving as a 
club director for several years and also as club treasurer.  In 
this latter capacity his expertise led to a new nickname: GST 
Jack.  He was awarded Rotary’s highest honour, a Paul Harris 
Fellowship, in recognition of his service to the organisation.   

Jack died peacefully in 
Auckland on 18 February 
2022, aged 93.  He was 
married twice, firstly to 
Nola Dalziel (deceased) 
and secondly to Jenny, 
his wife of 55 years.  He is 
survived by Jenny, his three 
daughters and two sons, 
five grandchildren, and one 
great-grandchild.

ALAN JOHN THOMSON 
Alan Thomson, born on 26 January 1939, was the eldest son of Ruth and Frank Thomson. He attended 
Otautau Primary School until 1951 then became a Thomas House boarder at TBHS from 1952 to 1955.  
His younger brothers Evan J. Thomson and Stuart W. Thomson were also at TBHS (1953-1956 and 
1957-1960 respectively).  Alan was a diligent student and excelled at gymnastics, rugby, and athletics.

He was an enthusiastic member of the TBHS pipe band, playing the side drum. This led to a lifetime 
interest in drumming and he developed into a top-class dance band drummer in a 16-piece big band 
which also involved his wife Eleanor, who was the lead vocalist.  Alan was particularly interested in the 
challenge of complicated, syncopated rhythms. 

Upon leaving TBHS, Alan was apprenticed to the Otautau plumber Frank Insall and in 1959 he passed 
all of the examinations to become the top plumbing apprentice in New Zealand. During his plumbing 
career he made many friends because of his expertise and friendliness and his pragmatic approach to 
life. 

Alan and Eleanor built beautiful homes in Queenstown, Birkenhead and Papamoa Beach over the years.

Alan was a keen sailor and enjoyed his membership of the Panmure Yacht Club and the Royal New Zealand Yacht Squadron, sailing 
the Raven 26 Yacht Cinnamon Girl and the Beale vessel Dual Control.

Alan had begun to play golf at Otautau and while living at Queenstown he won the senior championship at the Queenstown Golf 
Club at Kelvin Heights, where he was also club captain. More recently he enjoyed membership of the Waitemata Golf Club. 

Alan died peacefully in Tauranga Hospital on 3 July 2021, aged 82, survived by his wife Eleanor (née Stewart); they had been 
married for 56 years.

AARON WAYNE WILLIAMS
Aaron Williams, born on 13 August 1972, died at Hospice South Canterbury on 26 April 2021, aged 48, after a long battle with 
cancer.

Aaron, who worked on many shows for the South Canterbury Drama League, has been remembered by fellow members as an 
innovative set designer, director, producer, writer, graphic artist, filmmaker, computer whiz, musician, and friend.

South Canterbury Drama League president Chris Thomas said of Aaron that “He was a real talent, 
a creative genius and had a wonderful way of combining different elements together” and that his 
legacy continued as the League was still using many of the set pieces he had designed.  Other Drama 
League friends say that “stagecraft was his life”.  However, acting and producing were only part of 
what he did: his professional advice on stage design and sets was sought by drama groups and other 
organisations all around the country, including Wellington’s World of Wearable Art.
